Draft Heritage Bye-Laws
CHAPTER |

PRELIMINARY

1.0 Short title, extent and commencements: -
(1) These bye-laws may be called the National Monument Authority Heritage bye-laws
2021 of Centrally Protected Monument “Cemetery at Alambagh”, Lucknow.

(i)  They shall extend to the entire prohibited and regulated area of the monuments.
(iti)  They shall come into force with effect from the date of their publication.

(2) The words and expressions used herein and not defined shall have the same meaning as
assigned in the Act.
CHAPTER II

Background of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological sites and remains (AMASR)
Act, 1958

2.0 Background of the Act:-The Heritage Bye-Laws are intended to guide physical, social and
economic interventions within 300m in all directions of the Centrally Protected Monuments. The
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300m area has been divided into two parts (i) the Prohibited Area, the area beginning at the
limit of the Protected Area or the Protected Monument and extending to a distance of one
hundred meters in all directions and (ii) the Regulated Area, the area beginning at the limit of
the Prohibited Area and extending to a distance of two hundred meters in all directions.

As per the provisions of the Act, no person shall undertake any construction or mining
operation in the Protected Area and Prohibited Area while permission for repair and renovation
of any building or structure, which existed in the Prohibited Area before 16 June, 1992, or
which had been subsequently constructed with the approval of DG, ASI and; permission for
construction, re-construction, repair or renovation of any building or structure in the Regulated
Area, must be sought from the Competent Authority.

2.1 Provision of the Act related to Heritage Bye-laws: The AMASR Act, 1958, Section 20E
and Ancient Monument and Archaeological Sites and Remains (Framing of Heritage Bye-Laws
and other function of the Competent Authority) Rules 2011, Rule 22, specifies framing of
Heritage Bye-Laws for Centrally Protected Monuments. The Rule provides parameters for the
preparation of Heritage Bye-Laws. The National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service
of Chairman and Members of Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011, Rule 18
specifies the process of approval of Heritage Bye-laws by the Authority.

2.2 Rights and Responsibilities of Applicant: The AMASR Act, Section 20C, 1958, specifies details
of application for repair and renovation in the Prohibited Area, or construction or re-construction
or repair or renovation in the Regulated Area as described below:

(@) Ana/ person, who owns any building or structure, which existed in a Prohibited Area before
16" June, 1992, or, which had been subsequently constructed with the approval of the
Director-General and desires to carry out any repair or renovation of such building or
structure, may make an application to the Competent Authority for carrying out such repair
and renovation as the case may be.

(b) Any person, who owns or possesses any building or structure or land in any Regulated Area,
and desires to carry out any construction or re-construction or repair or renovation of such
building or structure on such land, as the case may be, make an application to the Competent
Authority for carrying out construction or re-construction or repair or renovation as the case
may be.

(c) It is the responsibility of the applicant to submit all relevant information and abide by the
National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman and Members of the
Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011.

CHAPTER 11l

Location and Setting of Centrally Protected Monument — Cemetery at Alambagh, Lucknow

3.0 Location and Setting of the Monument:

e ltis located at GPS Coordinates Lat: N26° 48’ 48.90”Long: E80° 54° 18.94”
e Alambagh is located in south of Charbagh in Lucknow.
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Google map showing location of Cemetery at Alambagh, Lucknow
e It is one of the most important residential and commercial areas of Lucknow and also one of

the densely populated areas of the city.

e The nearest Airport to the monument is Chaudhary Charan Singh International airport which
is 6.6 km away from the monument connecting to all the metro cities of India.

e The nearest Railway station is Charbagh Railway Station which is 2.0 km away from the

monument.
3.1 Protected boundary of the Monument:

The protected boundary of the Centrally Protected Monument- Cemetery at Alambagh,
Lucknow, Survey Plot number 604 may be seen at Annexure-I.

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3.2 History of the Monument:

Sir Henry Havelock (5 April 1795 — 24 November 1857) was a British general who is
particularly associated with India and recapture of Kanpur by the Britishfrom the Indian
Freedom fighters during the First War of Indian Independence in 1857. Havelock was buried
just outside the Fort walls with full military honours. A monument was erected by his wife and
family at Alambagh in the form of pillar and is named as cemetery at Alambagh.

3.3 Description of Monument (architectural features, elements, materials, etc.):

The Cemetery contains a memorial pillar finished in dressed stone. It is an imposing monument
in Havelock's memory and was erected by his sons, widow, and family. These verses are
inscribed on his tomb: “His ashes in a peaceful urn shall rest; His name a great example stands,
to show how strangely high endeavors may be blessed, when piety and valour jointly go.

3.4 CURRENT STATUS:

3.4.1 Condition of the Monument- condition assessment:

The monument is in a good state of preservation.

3.4.2 Daily footfalls and occasional gathering numbers:

2-4 visitors visit the monument daily.

4.0 Existing zoning:

Specifically for the monument there is no zoning made in the act and rules framed by the state
government.

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5.1 Analysis of surveyed data:

5.1.1 Prohibited Area and Regulated Area details:

e Total Protected Area of the monument is 3249.63 sqm
e Total Prohibited Area of the monument is 54875.37 sgm.
e Total Regulated Area of the monument is 298042.882 sqm.

Salient Features:
e The height of the monument is 6m from ground level.
e The monument is surrounded by shops and shopping complexes in its close vicinity. Less
open space is present around the monument in its Prohibited and Regulated Area.
e The monument is surrounded by different land-uses like residential, commercial, and
institutional and health centers in the form of hospitals.

5.1.2 Description of built up area:

Prohibited Area

e North-North, north-east and north-west directions are occupied by shops such as
mobile shops, general stores, boutiques etc.

e South- Post office, Gurudwara and fire station lies in the Prohibited Area. Few
residences also lie in this direction.

e East-Commercial in the form of shops and residences lies in this direction.

e West- Official buildings like Post Office and Jal Nigam office lies in south west and
west direction respectively. Hospital, Nagar Nigam lies in north-west direction.

Regulated Area

e North- Mainly commercial in the form of shops, Institutional building in the form
Gurunanak Girls Inter College, a pickle factory also lie in north direction. It even has
residences in north, north-east and north-west direction. Hospital namely Ajanta
Hospital also lies in this direction.

e South- Educational building in the form of Janta Inter College, Alambagh lies in south
direction. Nagar Nigam office lies in south-west direction. Residential
colonies lie in south, south-east and south-west direction.

e East- Small shops, commercial complexes lie in the east direction. Residences also lie
in this direction.

e West- BSNL office, Alambagh Metro Station lies in Regulated Area. Religious
buildings like Sanatan Dharam mandir, several shops lie in south-west direction. Kali
temple also lies in south-west direction. The west direction is basically occupied by
shops of different utilities.

5.1.3 Description of green/open spaces:

Prohibited Area
e North: Open land lies in front of Gurunanank Girls Inter College in Regulated Area.
e South: A part of playground of Janta Inter College Alambagh lies in Prohibited Area
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of the monument. Open area around fire station lies in south-west direction. Gulab
Vatika lies in south-east direction.

e East: There is no substantial open space available in regulated and Prohibited Area.

e West: Open area is around hospital Nagar Nigam and Jal Nigam office in Prohibited
Area.

5.1.4 Area covered under circulation- roads, footpaths etc:

The monument is approached by 4 m wide metalled road. Approx 69 sqm area is covered
under pathway inside the monument.

5.1.5 Heights of buildings (Zone wise):

North: Maximum height is 9m.
South: Maximum height is 9m
East: Maximum height is 9m
West: Maximum height is 9m

5.1.6 State protected monuments and listed Heritage Buildings by local Authorities, if
available, within the Prohibited/Regulated Area:

Alambagh Darwaza is the state protected monument adjacent to this Centrally Protected
Monument.

5.1.7 Public amenities:

Pathways, dustbins are provided at the site.

5.1.8 Access to monument:

The monument is directly accessed by a 4m wide metalled road. Inside the monument,
pathway is provided for the movement of visitors.

5.1.9 Infrastructure services (water supply, storm water drainage, sewage, solid waste
management, parking etc.):

Water supply line, storm water drainage and sewage solid waste management are provided
in the Regulated and Prohibited Area.

5.1.10 Proposed zoning of the area as per guidelines of the Local Bodies:
There is no particular rule and clause defined in Lucknow Master Plan- 2021-31 for

Centrally Protected Monument. General rule will be applicable for any development and
construction in Prohibited and Regulated Area.

CHAPTER VI
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Architectural, historical and archaeological value of the monument.

6.0 Architectural, historical and archaeological value:

Sir Henry Havelockwas a British general who is particularly associated with the First War of
Indian Independence in 1857. A pillar was erected by his wife and family at Alambagh named as
cemetery at Alambagh.

6.1 Sensitivity of the monument (e.g. developmental pressure, urbanization, population
Pressure, etc.):

The monument is sensitive towards developmental pressure as the surrounding area of the
monument is developed with modern constructions.

6.2 Visibility from the Protected Monument or Area and visibility from Regulated Area:

Monument is not visible from the Prohibited and Regulated Area.

6.3 Land-use to be identified:

The Prohibited and Regulated Area has public roads, government and public schools, residential
buildings, offices, parks, structures of various types and public utilities.

6.4 Archaeological heritage remains other than protected monument:
No archaeological remains have been noticed in Prohibited and Regulated Areas.
6.5 Cultural landscapes:

The surrounding of the monument is inhabited by the modern constructions.

6.6 Significant natural landscapes that form part of cultural landscape and also help in
protecting monuments from environmental pollution:

No natural and cultural landscape around the monument exists.
6.7 Usage of open space and constructions:

The monument is surrounded by shops and shopping complexes in its close vicinity. Less open
space is present around the monument in its Prohibited and Regulated Area.The monument is
surrounded by different land-uses like residential, commercial, and institutional and health
centers in the form of hospitals. Open Spaces is utilized for visitor parking, cafeteria and
garden.

6.8 Traditional, historical and cultural activities:

It is not a living monument hence no traditional, cultural or historical activities are followed
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here.

6.9 Skyline as visible from the monument and from Regulated Areas:

Monument is not visible from far distance whereas from some places of the prohibited area it
can be seen.

6.10 Traditional Architecture:

No traditional architecture has been in prevalence around the monument.
6.11 Developmental plan, as available, by the local authorities:

Development Plan may be seen at Annexure-V.

6.12 Building related parameters:

(a) Height of the construction on the site (including rooftop structures like mumty,
parapet, etc): The height of all buildings in the Regulated Area of the monument will be
restricted to 18m (all inclusive).

(b) Floor area: FAR will be as per local bye-laws.
(c) Usage: - As per local building bye-laws with no change in land-use.
(d) Facade design:

. French doors and large glass facades along the front street or along staircase shafts
will not be permitted.

(e) Roof design:

e  Only flat roof design in the area is to be followed.

e  Structures, even using temporary materials such as aluminium, fibre glass,
polycarbonate or similar materials will not be permitted on the roof of the building.

e  All services such as large air conditioning units, water tanks or large generator sets
placed on the roof to be screened off using screen walls (brick/cements sheets etc).
All of these services must be included in the maximum permissible height.

(f) Building material:

o Consistency in materials and color along all street facades of the monument.

o Modern materials such as aluminum cladding, glass bricks, and any other synthetic
tiles or materials will not be permitted for exterior finishes.

° Traditional materials such as brick and stone should be used.

(g) Colour: The exterior colour must be of a neutral tone in harmony with the monuments.
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6.13 Visitor facilities and amenities:

Visitor facilities and amenities such as illumination, light and sound shows, toilets,
interpretation center, cafeteria, drinking water, souvenir shop, audio visual center, ramp for
differently abled, Wi-Fi, and braille should be available at the site.

CHAPTER VII
Site Specific Recommendations

7.1 Site Specific Recommendations:

a) Setbacks:

e The front building edge shall strictly follow the existing street line. The minimum open
space requirements need to be achieved with setbacks or internal courtyards and terraces.

b) Projections:

e No steps and plinths shall be permitted into the right of way at ground level beyond the
‘obstruction free’ path of the street. The streets shall be provided with the ‘obstruction free’ path
dimensions measuring from the present building edge line.

c) Signages:

e LED or digital signs,plastic fiber glass or any other highly reflective synthetic material may
not be used for signage in the heritage area. Banners may not be permitted; but for special
events/fair etc. it may not be put up for more than three days. No advertisements in the form
of hoardings, bills within the heritage zone will be permitted.

e Signages should be placed in such a way that they do not block the view of any heritage
structure or monument and are oriented towards a pedestrian.

e Hawkers and vendors may not be allowed on the periphery of the monument.

7.2 Other recommendations:

Extensive public awareness programme may be conducted.

Provisions for differently able persons shall be provided as per prescribed standards.

The area shall be declared as Plastic and Polythene free zone.

EXISTING GUIDELINES OF THE LOCAL BODIES/STATUS OF

1. Permissible Ground Coverage, FAR/FSI and Heights with the regulated area for new
construction, Set Backs.

At present there are some acts of the state government wherein no specific provision are made
pertaining to the heritage. However, general guidelines are specified for the construction.
These guidelines are mentioned in the “Uttar Pradesh municipal planning and
development (UPMPD) act-1973” in the “Development Authority Building Construction
and Development sub method (DABCDSM) -2008” under the clause 1.1.2 and
1.1.1respectively

Lucknow Municipal Corporation has divided the city into 6-Zones as per the Lucknow master
plan 2021-31 and the monument “Cemetery at Alambagh” lies in Zone-5. Although no special
clauses for heritage are mentioned in the Lucknow master plan 2021-31.

As per the Development Authority Building Construction and Development sub method-2008
the FAR/FSI are specified as below:

2. Heritage byelaws/ regulations/ guidelines if any available with local Bodies.

As it has already been defined under chapter-3 in section 3.1.9, sub section (1) & (II),
Uttar Pradesh municipal planning and development (UPMPD) act-1973 which is
amended as Development authority building construction and development sub
method-(DABCDSM) 2016, that no permission will be given to any type of construction
in prohibited area of ASI declared heritage or monument. Apart from this in regulated area
the permission will be granted by ASI as per the rules of The Ancient Monument and
Archaeological Sites and Remain Act — 1958 (Amended and Validated in 2010)

Heritage Bye-Laws according to Uttar Pradesh municipal planning and development
act-1973 applicable for other protected Monument other than ASI.

For constructing Building in architectural controlled areas along the main roads or near
the historical buildings approval from the architectural departments is required.

* No construction will be allowed under the distance of 50 meters from the
premises of the monument/Heritage building.

« Only one storey residential buildings (maximum height 3.8 meters) is allowed
between the distances of 50 meters to 150 meters from the premises of the
monument.

» Maximum permissible height of 7.6 meters is allowed in the middle of the
distance of 150 meters to 250 meters from the monument premises.

» The relevant provisions of the Government of India will be applicable on ASI
protected sites/ monuments while the above mentioned provision will be
applicable on other protected monuments (which are not protected by ASI)
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3 Open spaces area standard mentioned as per Uttar Pradesh Development Plan-2008
and 2011

1. Residential land-use: 15 percent of layout plan is left as open space as Tot- Lot,
park and playground.

2. Non Residential land-use: 10 percent of layout plan is left as open space as Tot-
Lot, park and playground.

3. Landscape Plan:

a. The trees will be planted at distance of 10m on one side along the road when
the road width is 9m or less than12m.

b. The trees will be planted on both sides along the road when road width is
more than12m.

c. The area of the road left after divider, footpath etc. will be used to plant
trees.

4. In commercial planning the 20 percent of open space will be reserved for greenery
and 50 trees will be planted perhectare.

5. Inthe areas like institutional area, public amenities, playground, 20 percent of open

4. Mobility with the Prohibited and Regulated area — Road Surfacing, Pedestrian Ways,
non —motorised Transport etc.

Lucknow known as Heritage city, in which maximum number of monument comes in
dense city area. The road network and public transportation system has not kept pace.
There has been a traumatic rise in vehicle. There is heavy congestion in the existing
network, resulting in severe parking problem in prohibited and regulated area of the
heritage monument.

Mobility is catered in public by personalized modes i.e. 2 wheelers, 3 wheelers, bicycles,
tempos, car, jeep, Auto, rickshaw, 8-seaters tempos, 4-seaters (Small) tempos, van etc. and
public transport includes Lucknow Municipal corporation (LMC) buses which runs under
the name of Lucknow Mahanagar Parivartan Sewa and another buses run by Uttar Pradesh
State road transport corporation (UPSRTC).
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5. Streetscapes, Facades and New Construction.
Streetscapes and Facades:-

There are no specific bye-laws and guidelines available for the streetscapes and facades
within the prohibited and regulated area. Although the general guidelines for new
construction in accordance with Lucknow master plan 2021-31 are:

New Construction

e Basic amenities such as water supply, drainage, sewage, power supply, open
spaces and traffic, parking, etc. present in major land-use plan should not be
adversely affected by the new construction.

e Maximum FAR and the height will be as mentioned in land-use plan.

e The booking office, guide office, office related to tourism, shops, restaurants,
photographer, rail / air / taxi, etc, as well as other necessary functions such as
temporary fair / exhibition site, etc. will be provided by the competent
authority under the effective building duties.

e Itis necessary to propose security zone in Lucknow Master Plan keeping in mind
the sensitive areas

Provision for differently abled people —

» A corridor should connect the entrance / exit doors for the differently abled people
and with the place, where information about the building is displayed.

> In order to guide the persons with weak eyes, a phonetic arrangement should be made
on the floor, or a machine can be used to give sound signals.

» The minimum width of the corridor should bel.5m.

> In the case of different level construction, slope slabs as ramps will be provided with
ratiol:12.

» Railing will be imposed on slopes / slope routes/ramps.
