Draft Heritage Bye-Laws
CHAPTER |

PRELIMINARY

1.0 Short title, extent and commencements: -

(1) These bye-laws may be called the National Monument Authority Heritage bye-
laws 2021 of Centrally Protected Monument Rangnath Dole, Sivasagar district,
Assam.

(i)  These bye-laws may be called the National Monuments Authority Heritage by-
laws for Conservation of Centrally Protected Monument They shall extend to the
entire prohibited and regulated area of the monuments.

(ili)  They shall come into force on their publication in the Official Gazette.

“ancient monument” means any structure, erection or monument, or any tumulus or place
or interment, or any cave, rock sculpture, inscription or monolith, which is of historical,
archaeological or artistic interest and which has been in existence for not less than one
hundred years, and includes-

(i) The site of an ancient monument,

(i) Such portion of land adjoining the site of an ancient monument as may be
required for fencing or covering in or otherwise preserving such
monument, and

(iv)  The means of access to, and convenient inspection of an ancient
monument;

“archaeological site and remains” means any area which contains or is reasonably
believed to contain ruins or relics of historical or archaeological importance which have
been in existence for not less than one hundred years, and includes-

(1) Such portion of land adjoining the area as may be required for fencing or
covering in or otherwise preserving it, and
(i)  The means of access to, and convenient inspection of the area;

“Act” means the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1958
(24 of 1958);

“archaeological officer” means and officer of the Department of Archaeology of the
Government of India not lower in rank than Assistant Superintendent of Archaeology;

“Authority” means the National Monuments Authority constituted under Section 20 F of
the Act;

“Competent Authority” means an officer not below the rank of Director of archaeology
or Commissioner of archaeology of the Central or State Government or equivalent rank,
specified, by notification in the Official Gazette, as the competent authority by the
Central Government to perform functions under this Act:

Provided that the Central Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette,
specify different competent authorities for the purpose of section 20C, 20D and 20E;

“construction” means any erection of a structure or a building, including any addition or
extension thereto either vertically or horizontally, but does not include any re-
construction, repair and renovation of an existing structure or building, or, construction,
maintenance and cleansing of drains and drainage works and of public latrines, urinals
and similar conveniences, or the construction and maintenance of works meant for
providing supply or water for public, or, the construction or maintenance, extension,
management for supply and distribution of electricity to the public or provision for
similar facilities for public;
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(h) “floor area ratio (FAR)” means the quotient obtained by dividing the total covered area
(plinth area) on all floors by the area of the plot;
FAR = Total covered area of all floors divided by plot area;

(1) “Government” means The Government of India;

() “maintain”, with its grammatical variations and cognate expressions, includes the
fencing, covering in, repairing, restoring and cleansing of protected monument, and the
doing of any act which may be necessary for the purpose of preserving a protected
monument or of securing convenient access thereto;

(k) “owner” includes-

(i) a joint owner invested with powers of management on behalf of himself and other
joint owners and the successor-in-title of any such owner; and

(i)  any manager or trustee exercising powers of management and the successor-in-
office of any such manager or trustee;

() “preservation” means maintaining the fabric of a place in its existing and retarding
deterioration.

(m)  “prohibited area” means any area specified or declared to be a prohibited area under
section 20A;

(n)  “protected area” means any archaeological site and remains which is declared to be of
national importance by or under this Act;

(0) “protected monument” means any ancient monument which is declared to be of national
importance by or under this Act;

(p) “regulated area” means any area specified or declared to be a regulated area under
section 20B;

) “re-construction” means any erection of a structure or building to its pre-existing
structure, having the same horizontal and vertical limits;

) “repair and renovation” means alterations to a pre-existing structure or building, but shall
not include construction or re-construction;

(2) The words and expressions used herein and not defined shall have the same meaning as
assigned in the Act.
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CHAPTER -1

Background of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains (AMASR)
Act, 1958

2. Background of the Act: -The Heritage Bye-Laws are intended to guide physical, social and
economic interventions within 300m in all directions of the Centrally Protected Monuments. The
300m area has been divided into two parts (i) the Prohibited Area, the area beginning at the
limit of the Protected Area or the Protected Monument and extending to a distance of one
hundred meters in all directions and (ii) the Regulated Area, the area beginning at the limit of
the Prohibited Area and extending to a distance of two hundred meters in all directions.

As per the provisions of the Act, no person shall undertake any construction or mining operation
in the Protected Area and Prohibited Area while permission for repair and renovation of any
building or structure, which existed in the Prohibited Area before 16 June, 1992, or which had
been subsequently constructed with the approval of DG, ASI and; permission for construction,
re-construction, repair or renovation of any building or structure in the Regulated Area, must be
sought from the Competent Authority.

2.1 Provision of the Act related to Heritage Bye-laws: The AMASR Act, 1958, Section 20E and
Ancient Monument and Archaeological Sites and Remains (Framing of Heritage Bye-Laws and
other function of the Competent Authority) Rules 2011, Rule 22, specifies framing of Heritage
Bye-Laws for Centrally Protected Monuments. The Rule provides parameters for the preparation
of Heritage Bye-Laws. The National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman
and Members of Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011, Rule 18 specifies the process
of approval of Heritage Bye-laws by the Authority.

2.2 Rights and Responsibilities of Applicant:The AMASR Act, Section 20C, 1958, specifies
details of application for repair and renovation in the Prohibited Area, or construction or re-
construction or repair or renovation in the Regulated Area as described below:

@) Any person, who owns any building or structure, which existed in a Prohibited Area
before 16™ June, 1992, or, which had been subsequently constructed with the approval of
the Director-General and desires to carry out any repair or renovation of such building or
structure, may make an application to the Competent Authority for carrying out such
repair and renovation as the case may be.

(b) Any person, who owns or possesses any building or structure or land in any Regulated
Area, and desires to carry out any construction or re-construction or repair or renovation
of such building or structure on such land, as the case may be, make an application to the
Competent Authority for carrying out construction or re-construction or repair or
renovation as the case may be.
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(©) It is the responsibility of the applicant to submit all relevant information and abide by the
National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman and Members of the
Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011.

CHAPTER - 111

Location and Setting of Centrally Protected Monument of Sahasralinga Tank, Bhubaneswar
City, District — Khurda, Odisha.

3.0 Location and Setting of the Monument: -

e Sahasralinga Tank is situated at GPS Coordinates 20° 14'18.58" N,85°50' 06.87"E. It is
located in Gouri Nagar, locality- old town Bhubaneswar, at 8.3km south from the
Bhubaneswar city.

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e It is well connected to the Giani Zail Singh Road, which further connects to the Puri-
Cuttack National Highway, NH 203.

e The nearest railway station is Bhubaneswar, which is 4.7km (via Puri road) to the North-
East of the temple. The nearest airport is Biju Patnaik International airport at a distance of

3.9km.

3.1 Protected boundary of the Monument:

The protected boundaries of the Centrally Protected Monument- Sahasralinga Tank,
Bhubaneswar City, District- Khurda, Odisha may be seen at Annexure-I.

3.1.1 Notification Map/ Plan as per ASI records:

3.2 History of the Monument:

It is called Sahasralinga Tank or Tank of a thousand lingas. It is also called Devi padahara.
Originally, there were numerous small pidha temples, on its four sides. Each has in its center
enshrining a linga. At present, there are seventy-seven miniature temples in good state of
preservation, of which, only five lingas have been under worship. The tank has flight of steps all
around and built for the ritualistic purpose of Lord Lingaraja. It is ascribedto eleventh - twelfth
century CE.

3.3 Description of Monument (architectural features, elements, materials, etc.):

This tank is rectangular on plan and can be entered from west side. The tank is surrounded by a
low compound wall in coursed rubble masonry. One has to enter into the tank by flight of
sixteen steps to the floor of considerable width. Inside the wall all around there were more than
100 miniature shrines raised along the wall. Each shrine measures about 1.52m height with
pyramidal roof. Presently, seventy- seven miniature temples are in existence and all are in good
state of preservation.

3.4 CURRENT STATUS
3.4.1 Condition of the Monument- condition assessment:
The monument is in a good state of preservation.
3.4.2 Daily footfalls and occasional gathering numbers:

The daily footfall of the monument is 100 -150 visitors.
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CHAPTER - IV
Existing zoning, if any, in the local area development plans
4.0Existing zoning:

According to the Comprehensive Development Plan for Bhubaneswar Development Area, 2030: In
the proposed land use for Gautamnagar Mouza (Zone No. 18: Old Bhubaneswar) — the Sahasralinga
Tank is placed under Water Bodies use zone, specified as — ponds, lakes and lagoons. Also the
surrounding area near the tank has been placed under, “Special Heritage Zone”, specified as —
“Commercial within Special Heritage zone".

In the Bhubaneswar Development Authority (Planning and Building standard) Regulation 2008, it is
stated that the heritage building/monument and religious place have been placed in “water bodies
use zone™ (Part III, 25, Table-2); while area of historical or archaeological importance are placed in
“Special Area Use Zone™ (Part 111, 25, Table-2). Specifically, for the monument, there is no zoning
made in the state government Act and rules.

5.1 Analysis of surveyed data:

5.1.1 Prohibited Area and Regulated Area Details:

e Total Protected Area of the monument is 4367.389 sg.m
e Total Prohibited Area of the monument is 62228.353 sq.m
e Total Regulated Area of the monument is 366489.486 sq.m

Salient features

e East, south-east and south of the Prohibited and Regulated Area are mostly residential.
Some public zones are also there like temples, market complexes, etc.

e Ananta Basudeva Temple and Bindu Sagar Lake is situated in the north side of the tank
and on the west and south west corner of this tank, Lingaraj Temple is situated.
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e Also, city roads, cart tracks, footpaths are present all around the Prohibited and
Regulated Area of the monument.

5.1.2 Description of built up area:

Prohibited Area

e North: Commercial buildings like matrimonial center, dharamshala are situated in the
north direction. Shukuteswara Temple, Tirtheswara Temple, concrete road (Ganga Jamuna
road), cart road, some residential buildings, transformer and 11Kv power lines with poles
are also present in this direction.

e South: Lingaraj Temple complex is situated at the south-west corner of the Sahasralinga
Tank. There is a metalled road named Giani Zail Singh Road, car parking for Lingaraj
Temple, guard wall, Lingaraj Temple office, Lingaraj Police Station, markets, residential
buildings, temples and 240Volt power line are present in the southern direction.

e East: At the North-East side of the tank, Ganga Jamuna Temple and pond, a market
complex, residential buildings are situated in this direction. Along the east side there is
Moharana lane which is a metalled road and also 240Volt power lines with poles are
present.

e West: Lingaraj Temple complex is situated in the west and south-west side of the tank, a
concrete road (Bindu Sagar Road) which is connecting to a metalled road (Rath Road) with
masonry drain and 11Kv power lines with poles are also present in this direction.

Regulated Area

e North: Ananta Basudeva Temple and Bindu Sagar pond are situated in the northern side of
the tank. A concrete road with masonry drain, 240-volt power line, hume pipe culvert 0.5m
and a drain is going from north to east direction, some residential buildings, temple and
market complex can be seen in the north-west and north-east direction of the monument.

e South: Residential buildings and markets, schools and temples are present in this direction.

e East: Mainly used as residential area. Metalled road with masonry drain, well, telephone
tower is also situated in the eastern side of the tank.

e West: The Lingaraj Temple complex lies towards the west and south-west side of
Sahasralinga Temple. B.M. High school, BMC Medical, Papanasini Temple and pond, a
metalled road with masonry road, power line with poles are also present in this direction.

5.1.3 Description of green/open spaces
Prohibited Area

¢ North: In the northern direction of the Sahasralinga Tank, few open green spaces with
trees like park, lawn, etc are present.

e South: Few open spaces are located in this direction. The area is covered with residential
buildings, markets, temples and police station.
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e East: Few open spaces are present alongside Sahasralinga Tank.
e West: Some open spaces, covered with trees are present.

Regulated Area

e North: This is a low lying area, swampy in nature with depression in the north-east
direction of the monument. Bindu Sagar pond is situated in the northern side of the
monument.

e South: Few open spaces with trees and vacant land are situated in this direction.

e East: Few green patches are present in this direction as it is almost covered with
residential modern buildings, markets and temples. In the north-east direction, swampy
area is situated.

e West: Green patches and open spaces with trees can hardly be seen in this direction.

5.1.4 Area covered under circulation- roads, footpaths etc.

In both the Prohibited and Regulated limits of the monument, few metalled road, cart track,
foot path are present. Apart from this, many road intersections such as Lingaraj Road and
Giani Zail Singh Road are present. Moreover, pathways are present inside the protected
boundary of the monument.

5.1.5 Heights of buildings (Zone wise)

North: The maximum height is 10 m.
South: The maximum height is 12 m.
East: The maximum height is 12 m.
South- West: The maximum height is 7 m.

5.1.6 State protected monuments and listed Heritage Buildings by local Authorities, if
available, within the Prohibited/Regulated Area:

There are other temples present in Prohibited and Regulated Area which include
Bhavanisankara Temple, Sukhmesvara Temple, Svarnajalesvara Temple, Mohini Temple and
Markandesvara Temple.

5.1.7 Public amenities:

Well, bore well and pathways are available at the precinct. No toilet block is available
inside the monument for visitors.

5.1.8 Access to monument:

The monument is accessible by a metalled road (Giani Zail Singh road) and it can be
reached upto the main gate by the road.
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5.1.9 Infrastructure services (water supply, storm water drainage, sewage, solid waste
management, parking etc.):

Infrastructure facilities like, water supply and water drainage are present.

6.0 Architectural, historical and archaeological value:

Each has in its center
enshrining a linga. At present, there are seventy-seven miniature temples in good state of
preservation, of which, only five lingas have been under worship.

6.1 Sensitivity of the monuments (e.g. developmental pressure, urbanization, population Pressure,
etc.):

Urban development including concrete roads and new construction can be seen around the monument.

6.2 Visibility from the Protected Monuments or Area and visibility from Regulated Area:

It is clearly visible from the protected monument from all the sides as in the recent past all the
encroachments surrounding the monument are cleared and it is partly visible from the south - west
side of the Regulated Area.

Land-use to be identified:

The area near the temple precinct is mostly residential and commercial. Many public and religious
structures are present in close vicinity of the monument.

Archaeological heritage remains other than protected monument:

The temples present in Prohibited and Regulated Area of the monument are Ganga Jamuna
Temple, Shukutesvara Temple, Tirthesvara Temple, Bindu Sagar lake and Maitresvara Temple.

Cultural landscapes:

Sahasralinga Tank is used for some rituals of Lingaraj Temple. Bindu Sagar lake is also situated in
the Regulated Area which is surrounded by many temples.

Significant natural landscapes that form part of cultural landscape and also help in
protecting monuments from environmental pollution:

Bindu Sagar lake, in the Regulated Area of the monument is under the BMC limits and several
proposals have been identified for the re-development of the perimeter area of the lake — through
paved walkway, illumination, compound wall/fencing, access control and landscaping.

Usage of open space and constructions:

Most of the residential, commercial and institutional buildings are situated in the Regulated Area.
Many temples and some public buildings (matrimonial centre) are present in the Prohibited Area.

Traditional, historical and cultural activities:

Many religious activities and rituals of Lingaraj Temple are performed here as this tank is situated
only 10m away from the Lingaraj Temple.

Skyline as visible from the monuments and from Regulated Areas:

Skyline is visible from the monument and partly visible from the Regulated Area.

6.10 Traditional Architecture:

No traditional architecture exists.

6.11 Developmental plan, as available, by the local authorities:

It may be seen at Annexure-V.
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6.12 Building related parameters:

(a) Height of the construction on the site (including rooftop structures like mumty, parapet,
etc): The height of all buildings in the Regulated Area of the monument will be restricted to 7m.

(b) Floor area: FAR will be as per local building bye-laws.
(c) Usage:As per local building bye-laws with no change in land-use.

(d) Facade design: French doors and large glass facades along the front street or along staircase
shafts will not be permitted.

(e) Roof design: Sloping roof design may be followed.

(F) Building material: -
e Consistency in materials and color along all street facades of the monument.

e Modern materials such as aluminum cladding, glass bricks, and any other synthetic tiles or
materials will not be permitted for exterior finishes.

e Traditional materials such as brick and stone should be used.

(g) Colour: The exterior colour must be of a neutral tone in harmony with the monuments.

6.12 Visitor facilities and amenities:

Visitor facilities and amenities such as illumination, toilets, interpretation centre, cafeteria,
drinking water, souvenir shop, audio visual centre, ramp, wi-fi and braille should be available at
site.

CHAPTER VII
Site Specific Recommendations

7.1 Site Specific Recommendations.

a) Setbacks
e The front building edge shall strictly follow the existing street line. The minimum open
space requirements need to be achieved with setbacks or internal courtyards and terraces.
b) Projections
e No steps and plinths shall be permitted into the right of way at ground level beyond the
‘obstruction free’ path of the street. The streets shall be provided with the ‘obstruction
free’ path dimensions measuring from the present building edge line.
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c) Signages

e LED or digital signs, plastic fiber glass or any other highly reflective synthetic material
may not be used for signage in the heritage area. Banners may not be permitted, but for
special events/fair etc. it may not be put up for more than three days. No advertisements in
the form of hoardings, bills within the heritage zone will be permitted.

e Signages should be placed in such a way that they do not block the view of any heritage
structure or monument and are oriented towards a pedestrian.

e Hawkers and vendors may not be allowed on the periphery of the monument.

7.2 Other recommendations

e Extensive public awareness programme may be conducted.

e Provisions for differently abled persons shall be provided as per prescribed standards.

e The area shall be declared as Plastic and Polythene free zone.

LOCAL BODIES GUIDELINES

The general rules and guidelines for construction are specified in Bhubaneswar Development Area,
2030

Permissible Ground Coverage, FAR/FSI and Heights with the Regulated area for new
construction, Set Backs.

The General rules of construction shall be applicable for all development schemes as per ,,
Bhubaneswar Development Authority (Planning & Building Standards) Regulation - 2008,
As per Regulation 33(1) of the ,,BDA (P&BS) Regulations 2008 and same regulation
(amended 2013)“, the following provisions are made applicable for Floor Area Ratio for
residential, commercial, corporate, IT/ITES buildings as below:

According to the part VII (58) of the Regulation of the BDA (P&BS) Regulations - 2008,
the following provisions are made applicable for Restriction on Construction of Multi-
storied buildings.

1. Construction of multi-storied building shall not be permitted in villages namely
Bhubaneswar, Kapileswar, Rajarani and Dhauli, Mukunda Prasad & Gadakhurda. The
Authority may include any other areas for prohibition of multi storied building form
time to time.

2. The Authority may restrict construction of multi-storeyed buildings in any other area on
the basis of objective assessment of the available infrastructure and planning needs after
obtaining due approval of the Government.

3. Before commencement of these regulations, where permission has been granted
conditionally, and such cases shall be dealt with under corresponding provisions of these
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Regulations without any major change, or removal of construction, subject to the
condition where violation of Heritage Zone conditions has occurred, this relaxation shall

not apply.
4. No multi-storied building shall be allowed to be constructed:

a. With approach road less than 18 m width,
b. On plot the size less than 2000 sq m.

For Setback And Open Spaces, as per part IV (31 and 32) of the Regulation, the Setbacks and Open

Heritage byelaws/ regulations/ guidelines if any available with local Bodies:

No specific bye laws are prepared for the ASI monuments/heritage of the Bhubaneswar city.

A.According to the Part 11 (17) of Regulation of the BDA (P&BS) Regulations - 2008, a provision
was made to constitute an “Art Commission” to look after the affairs of the heritage building
and the monuments of ASI and State government.

B. It is stated in the Part Il (18) of Regulation of the BDA (P&BS) Regulations - 2008, the
following ASI provisions are made applicable for the construction near Protected Monuments:
a. No construction or re-construction of any building, within a radius of 100 meters, or such

other higher distance from any archaeological site, as may be decided by the
Archaeological Survey of India and Odisha State Archaeology department from time to
time, from the outer boundary of a declared protected monument shall be permitted
according to Part 11, section 18(1) -

b. No construction above 1st floor and above 7 m shall be allowed beyond a radius of 100
meters and within a radius of 300 meters of such monuments, as per Part Il, section
18(2)(i)_

c. Notwithstanding anything contained in the sub-regulation (1) & (2) above, construction/re-
construction/addition/alteration shall be allowed on production of clearance from ASI/State
Archaeology Department as the case may be.

3. Open spaces.
As per Part I11 (31) of the regulation, for the:
a. Institutional buildings, Educational buildings and Hazardous occupancies - the
open spaces around the building should not be less than 6 m.
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b. Assembly building - the open spaces in front should not less than 12 meter and for other
building it should not be less than 6 m.

c. Commercial & Storage buildings - In case of plots with more than 500 sg. m. the open
space around the building is mentioned, not less than 4.5 m.

d. Industrial buildings - In case of industrial building, open space not less than 4.5 m for
heights up to 15 m, width and increase of 0.25 m for every increase of 1 m of fraction
thereof in height.

e. IT/ITES and other Corporate Buildings -In the case of plot up to 750 sq m the minimum
setbacks around the building not less than 3m. In case of plot above 750 sq m the minimum
setbacks around the buildings is mentioned, not less than 4.5 m.

4. Mobility within the Prohibited and Regulated area —Roads facing, Pedestrian
Ways, non — motorised Transport etc.

The surrounding area of the Sahasralinga tank is covered with metalled road & cart track. Since it is
a city area, the primary mode of transportation is by personalised mode i.e. by motorcycles, scooters,
bicycles, cars, jeeps, auto-rickshaws, buses, etc. The protected area is allowed only for pedestrians.
However, the Bhubaneswar Development Authority (BDA) has also prepared some rules as per part
I1 (29) of Regulations 2008, as below:

(1) Every building/ plot shall abut a public/ private means of access like streets/roads of duly
formed of width as specified in clause 4, Part — 3 of National Building Code of India (NBC)
2005.

(2) In no case, development of plots shall be permitted unless it is accessible by a public/private
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street of width not less than 6m.
(3) In case of institutional, administrative, assembly, industrial and other non-residential and non-
commercial activities, the minimum road width shall be 12m.

5. Streetscapes, Facades and New construction

There is no specific account made in the above said act and regulations regarding facades. However
for streetscape and new construction, the details are already stated in the above paras.
