CHAPTERI
PRELIMINARY
1.0 Short title, extent and commencements: -
Q) These bye-laws may be called the National Monument Authority Heritage
bye-laws 2021 of Centrally Protected Monuments- “Tomb of Saadat Ali
Khan, Tomb of Mashir Zadi and Sapper’s Tomb, Kaisarbagh, Lucknow.

(iii)  Such portion of land adjoining the site of an ancient monument as may
be required for fencing or covering in or otherwise preserving such
monument, and

believed to contain ruins or relics of historical or archaeological importance which

works meant for providing supply or water for public, or, the construction or
maintenance, extension, management for supply and distribution of electricity to the
public or provision for similar facilities for public;

“floor area ratio (FAR)” means the quotient obtained by dividing the total covered

area (plinth area) on all floors by the area of the plot;
FAR = Total covered area of all floors divided by plot area;

() “preservation” means maintaining the fabric of a place in its existing and retarding
deterioration.

(m)  “prohibited area” means any area specified or declared to be a prohibited area under
section 20A,

(n) “protected area” means any archaeological site and remains which is declared to be of
national importance by or under this Act;

(o) “protected monument” means any ancient monument which is declared to be of
national importance by or under this Act;

(p) “regulated area” means any area specified or declared to be a regulated area under
section 20B;
(a) “re-construction” means any erection of a structure or building to its pre-existing

structure, having the same horizontal and vertical limits;

(N “repair and renovation” means alterations to a pre-existing structure or building, but
shall not include construction or re-construction;

(2) The words and expressions used herein and not defined shall have the same meaning as
assigned in the Act.
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CHAPTER I

Background of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological sites and remains
(AMASR) Act, 1958

2.0 Background of Ancient Monuments and Archaeological sites and remains Act 1958.

As per this act, heritage byelaws are intended to guide physical, social and economic
interventions within 300m surroundings of Centrally Protected Monument in all directions in
respect of its protection. The act also states that except for facilities required by ASI at the
monuments, no permission for construction shall be given in prohibited area. However,
constructions in the regulated area will be allowed after permission of Competent Authority or
the Recommendation of National Monument Authority and repair and renovation in the
Prohibited area may be granted subject to the condition that the building and the structure was
built earlier than 1992.

2.1 Provision of Act related to Heritage Bye-laws

Sub-clause 1 to 7 of the section 20E of Ancient Monument and Archaeological Sites and
Remains Act 1958, and sub rule 1 to 9 of rule 22 of Ancient Monument and Archaeological
Sites and Remains (Framing of heritage Bye laws and other function of the Competent
Authority) Rules 2011, specifies framing of heritage byelaws for centrally protected
monuments, notified by the ASI. The rule provides parameters for the preparation of heritage
byelaws.

2.2 Rights and Responsibilities of Applicant (as laid down in Rules)

As per section 20 C (1&2) of the AMASR Act 1958, any owner who wants to repair or renovate
his building or structure built earlier than 16th June 1992 in prohibited area or desires to carry
out any construction, re-construction, repair or renovate of such building or structure lying in
regulated area has right to make an application to the competent authority and is solely
responsible to follow the instructions/ guidelines provided by the competent authority.

3.2 History of the Monuments:

Tomb of Saadat Ali Khan: Built by King Ghazi-ud-din Haider(1817-27 CE).This tomb is
dedicated to his father, the 6™ king of Awadh (Oudh) — Nawab Saadat Ali Khan(1798-1814
CE).

Tomb of Mashir Zadi, wife of Saadat Ali Khan:

Completed by the King Ghazi-ud-din Haider in 1814 CE, this tomb is dedicated to his mother
and wife of Nawab Saadat Ali Khan — Mursheed Zadi (also known as Khursheed Zaidi). It is
believed that its construction was started by Saadat Ali during his life time, but unfortunately he
passed away in 1814 CE, before its completion, therefore it was completed by his son Ghazi-ud-
din Haider.

Sapper’s Tomb:

This tomb was built in memory of Captain A.J. Clarke, Royal Engineers; Lieut. E.P. Brownlow,
Bengal Engineers; Corporal Fredrick Ivorian and thirteen other soldiers of 23 Company of the
Royal Engineers, who were killed in an explosion of a quantity of gunpowder abandoned by the
Mutineers in their retreat from Lucknow on 17" of March 1858 CE.

3.3 Description of Monuments (architectural features, elements, materials, etc.):

Tomb of Saadat Ali Khan: The tomb is a three storeyed structure built using lakhauri bricks
plastered in lime and decorated with mouldings. The ground floor consists of a main octagonal
hall with four rectangular verandas projecting over the four sides, carrying arched doorways.
The southern and eastern verandas have graves of the three daughters and three wives of Saadat
Ali Khan, whereas the floor of the main octagonal hall is decorated in chess board pattern using
black and white marble slabs. At the centre of this floor, an elegant rectangular design is also
present which marks the position of Saadat Ali Khan’s grave located in the basement.

Also, the basement and roof are accessed through spiral staircases enclosed inside the bastions
present at four corners of the tomb. Further, at the top, the tomb carries a huge hemispherical
fluted dome crowned by an inverted lotus and accompanied by four kiosks erected over the
bastions. The parapet is decorated using numerous miniature domes and minarets.

Tomb of Mashir Zadi: Located in the east of the Saadat Ali Khan tomb, this tomb is also built
using lakhauri bricks plastered in lime and decorated with mouldings. It is a four levelled
structure, housing two graves i.e. of Mursheed Zadi and her daughter at the lowest level.
Whereas, the second level holds a cenotaph and a spacious terrace exists on the third level. The
main hall has verandas projected on each side and four octagonal towers surmounted by domes
are also present at the corners of the tomb. Above the main hall, a huge central dome exists with
flutes, carrying an inverted lotus. And similar to the Saadat Ali Khan tomb, the parapets of this
tomb are also decorated using numerous miniature domes.

Sapper’s Tomb: Sapper’s tomb is a marble cenotaph, placed on a rectangular sandstone floor
enclosed within the walls. The top slab of the cenotaph holds some inscriptions relating to the
personalities whose remains were buried beneath the floor.

3.4 CURRENT STATUS

3.4.1 Condition of the Monuments- condition assessment:

The monuments are in a good state of preservation and routine maintenance work is
required in the Tomb of Saadat Ali Khan and Sapper’s Tomb.

3.4.2 Daily footfalls and occasional gathering numbers:
The daily foot-fall is about 150-200 visitors. During the time of Muharram, the

number increases up to 450-500 visitors.

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5.1 Analysis of surveyed data:

5.1.1 Prohibited Area and Regulated Area details:

e Total Protected Area of the monuments is 30197.865 Sqm (7.462 Acres).
e Total Prohibited Area of the monuments is 100938.887 Sqm (24.942Acres).
e Total Regulated Area of the monuments is 389809.045 Sqm (96.324 Acres).

Salient Features:

e The monuments are located in a single premise enclosed by a boundary wall.
Outside this fence, many modern buildings are present in both the Prohibited and
Regulated Areas.

e The built area is mainly under commercial and residential use while some govt.
offices and administrative buildings are also present in the surroundings.

e Public parks and unconstructed lands are present nearby the monuments.

e Public structures such as stadium, educational institutes, commercial complexes,
restaurants, hostel, and community club with many local roads are also present.

e Four ASI protected monuments — Victoria Memorial, Neil’s Gate and Kaisarbagh
Gates (both east and west) are also present in the Regulated Area of the
monuments.

5.1.2 Description of built up area

Prohibited Area

North: Mostly open ASI land with a boundary wall is present in this direction. In the
north-east direction, some water fountains are also present in a public park.

South: Residences and a mazaar are present in this direction. Further, buildings in the
premises of an existing music institute are also present in the south-west direction.

East: Some statues standing on a road intersection island and a water fountain at in
Awadh Kunj Park are present in this direction. Further, a residence is also present in the
south-east direction.

West: Residences, commercial shops, mosque, temple and an institute are present in this
direction. Moreover, some residences are also present in the north-west direction.

Regulated area:

North: Centrally protected monuments — Victoria Memorial and Neil’s Gate, public
park — Begum Hazrat Mahal Park, structures at the premises of Globe Park, toilets and a
stage are present in this direction. A hotel, toilets, an electric sub-station, UP JAL Nigam
office and a metro rail track are also present in the north-east direction.

South: Servant quarters/ apartments, a hostel, some residences, Centrally Protected
Monument — Kaiser Bagh Gate (east), a Police Chauki along with a govt. office — Rajya
Parivahan Niyay are present in this direction. Some residential apartments/duplexes are
also present at the premises of an Officers colony in the outskirts of the Regulated Area
in this direction. In the south-west direction, a historical building — Safed Baradari and a
small bridge structure along with a cenotaph standing at the premises of Butler Park are
also present.

East: Some residences, a stadium, traffic islands, a metro rail track along with some
small structures inside Laxman Park are present in this direction. Residences, some
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commercial complexes, High-Court, guest houses and a hotel are also present in the
south-east direction.

West: ASI protected monument — Kaiser Bagh Gate (west), some residences, an
institute, Mahmudabad House, OEL House, along with some Govt. buildings —
Lucknow Bar Association and District Magistrate office are present in this direction. Raj
Bhawan building, BSNL office, a tele-communication tower, restaurants, shops,
residences along with some office buildings in High-court complex are also present in
the north-west direction.

5.1.3 Description of green/open spaces:

Prohibited area:

North: A garden maintained by the Horticulture department of ASI is present in this
direction. Also, in the outskirts of the north-east direction, open garden is present at the
premises of Begum Hazrat Mahal Park.

South: A garden managed by Horticulture department of ASI is present in this
direction. Some open spaces in form of garden and unconstructed land are also present
in the music institute complex.

East: Awadh Kunj Park and open land in Awadh Gymkhana Club is present in this
direction.

West: A small patch of open unconstructed land in between the existing buildings is
present in this direction.

Regulated Area

North: Globe Park and Begum Hazrat Mahal Park is present in this direction. In the
north-east direction, a lawn is present inside a hotel and unconstructed patches of land
are also present in this direction.

South: Garden/lawns and paved land lying at the premises of Butler Park, Safed
Baradari, Tikona Park and a hostel are present in this direction. In the outskirts, small
open spaces are also present at the premises of Officers Colony.

East: Open ground is present at the premises of KD Singh Babu Stadium.
Unconstructed land in between the existing buildings is also present in this direction.
Laxman Park and open spaces in High Court guest houses is also present in this
direction.

West: Open spaces are present in the form of gardens/lawns lying in the Mahmudabad
house and District Magistrate office. Also, an open land with trees is located near the
District Magistrate office.

5.1.4 Area covered under circulation- roads, footpaths etc.

In the surroundings of the monuments many city roads are present all around the Prohibited
and Regulated Areas, providing good connectivity with other parts of the city. In the east
direction of the Prohibited and Regulated Areas, a major city square — Parivartan Chauk is
also present at an intersection of five city roads. The monuments are surrounded by two
roads — Rani Lakshmi Ba Marg and Maharaja Mahmudabad road in three directions. There
are stone paved pathways for visitor’s circulation inside the Protected Area of the
monument.
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5.1.5 Heights of buildings (Zone wise):

North: The maximum height is 31.5 m.
South: The maximum height is 17.5 m.
East: The maximum height is 31.5 m.
West: The maximum height is 17.5 m.

5.1.6 State protected monuments and listed Heritage Buildings by local Authorities, if
available, within the Prohibited/Regulated Area:

State protected monument of Lucknow Development Authority — Safed Baradari is present
in the south-west direction in the Regulated Area.

5.1.7 Public amenities:
Cultural Notice Board providing brief history and descriptionof the monuments is provided.

5.1.8 Access to monuments:

The monuments are access by a metalled road — Rani Laxmi Bai Marg in the north
direction. The same roads extend in the east direction and get connected to the city square —
Parivartan Chauk.

5.1.9 Infrastructure services (water supply, storm water drainage, sewage, solid waste
management, parking etc.):

No infrastructural facilities are available at the monuments.

5.1.10 Proposed zoning of the area as per guidelines of the Local Bodies:

e As per the Revised City Development Plan, Lucknow City —2040 Vol. 1;Year:
January 2015, prepared by Lucknow Municipal Corporation, the monument is
placed in Zone-1.

e The Lucknow Maha Yojana—2031, prepared by Sambhagiya Niyojan Khand,
Lucknow, Nagar evam Gram Niyojan Vibhaag, Uttar Pradesh and Lucknow
Development Authority, Lucknow, the monumental area is marked as — Places of
Historical and Cultural Importance.

CHAPTER VI

Architectural, historical and archaeological value of the monuments.

6.0 Architectural, historical and archaeological value:
Tomb of Saadat Ali Khan & Tomb of Mashir Zadi: Both the tombs are examples of late

Mughal architecture. The domes, arches, bastions, plaster mouldings; miniature domes along
with other rare designs add immense architectural and archaeological value to the tombs.
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Sapper’s Tomb: The tomb holds historical value as it relates to the memory of the officers and
soldiers of the 23™ Company of Royal Engineers who were killed in the gunpowder explosion in
1858 CE.

6.1 Sensitivity of the monuments (e.g. developmental pressure, urbanization, population
Pressure, etc.):

The monuments stands exposed to heavy construction present in both the Prohibited and
Regulated Areas. Small open unconstructed patches of land are present in the surroundings.
Since the city is expanding, these patches are likely to be occupied by construction activities,
thus, have become more sensitive towards encroachment.

6.2 Visibility from the Protected Monuments or Area and visibility from Regulated Area

Tomb of Saadat Ali Khan & Tomb of Mashir Zadi: Both the tombs are visible from the
north, north-east, east and south-east directions of the Prohibited and Regulated Areas due to the
presence of open land. From the remaining directions, their visibility is almost lost.

Sapper’s Tomb: Since, the tomb is just a small grave constructed over the ground, it is only
visible from the north, east and south-east directions of the Prohibited Area.

6.3 Land-use to be identified:

The land is commonly used for residential and commercial purposes. Also, many government
departments and administrative offices/buildings are present in both the Prohibited and
Regulated Areas. The land is occupied by many public buildings/educational institutes and
many public parks are also present in the surroundings. The land in the north-east of the
Regulated Area has a stadium for recreation and sports activities.

6.4 Archaeological heritage remains other than protected monuments:

No archaeological heritage remains other than the Protected Monuments are present in the the
Prohibited and the Regulated Areas.

6.5 Cultural landscapes:

There is no cultural landscapes left around the monuments in both the Prohibited and Regulated
Areas

6.6 Significant natural landscapes that form part of cultural landscape and also help in
protecting monuments from environmental pollution:

Public parks present in the north, east and south-west directions of the Prohibited and Regulated
Areas form the natural setting of the monument. The open premises in which the monuments
stand, keeps them free from construction and pollution, which safe guards its natural landscape.

6.7 Usage of open space and constructions:

The open spaces present around the monuments are either public parks/gardens or small patches
of unconstructed land covered with trees. Also, the open land present inside the premises
enclosing the monuments is used as a garden which is maintained by the Horticulture
department of ASI. In the north-east direction of the regulated area, an open ground present
inside the stadium is also used for games/ sports activities. Further, the constructed spaces are
mainly used for residential and commercial purposes along with many public and administrative
buildings/offices.
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6.8 Traditional, historical and cultural activities:

During the time of Muharram, about 450-500 visitors gathers at the monuments for religious
activities. On Thursday of every week, some people visit the mazaar present in the south-east
direction of the Prohibited Area.

6.9 Skyline as visible from the monuments and from Regulated Areas:
Tomb of Saadat Ali Khan & Tomb of Mashir Zadi:

Both the tombs have raised structures; their domes are clearly visible in the skyline from the
north, north-east, east and south directions of both the Prohibited and Regulated Areas. Also, the
skyline is visible from some parts in the north-west directions of the Regulated Area.

Sapper’s Tomb: The grave is of very low height, it is not visible in the skyline of the
surrounding area.

6.10 Traditional Architecture:

There is no traditional architecture associated with the monuments in the present day.
6.11 Developmental plan, as available, by the local authorities:

City Development Plan may be seen at Annexure-V.

6.12 Building related parameters:

(a) Height of the construction on the site (including rooftop structures like mumty,
parapet, etc): The height of all buildings in the Regulated Area of the monument will be
restricted to 12mitr.

(b)Floor area: FAR will be as per local building bye-laws.
(c)Usage:-As per local building bye-laws with no change in land-use.

(d)Facade design:-
e The fagade design should match the ambience of the monument.

e French doors and large glass facades along the front street or along staircase shafts
will not be permitted.

(e) Roof design:-
e Only flat roof design in the area is to be followed
e Structures, even using temporary materials such as aluminium, fibre glass,
polycarbonate or similar materials will not be permitted on the roof of the building.
e All services such as large air conditioning units, water tanks or large generator sets
placed on the roof to be screened off using screen walls (brick/cements sheets etc).
All of these services must be included in the maximum permissible height.

(HBuilding material: -
e Consistency in materials and color along all street fagades of the monument.

e Modern materials such as aluminum cladding, glass bricks, and any other synthetic
tiles or materials will not be permitted for exterior finishes.

e Traditional materials such as brick and stone should be used.
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(g)Colour: - The exterior colour must be of a neutral tone in harmony with the monuments.
6.13 Visitor facilities and amenities:

Visitor facilities and amenities such as illumination, toilets, drinking water, ramp and braille
should be available at site.

CHAPTER VII

Site Specific Recommendations

7.1 Site Specific Recommendations.

a) Setbacks
e The front building edge shall strictly follow the existing street line. The minimum
open space requirements need to be achieved with setbacks or internal courtyards and
terraces.

b) Projections
e No steps and plinths shall be permitted into the right of way at ground level beyond
the ‘obstruction free’ path of the street. The streets shall be provided with the
‘obstruction free’ path dimensions measuring from the present building edge line.
c) Signages
e LED or digital signs, plastic fiber glass or any other highly reflective synthetic
material may not be used for signage in the heritage area. Banners may not be
permitted; but for special events/fair etc. it may not be put up for more than three
days. No advertisements in the form of hoardings, bills within the heritage zone will
be permitted.
e Signages should be placed in such a way that they do not block the view of any
heritage structure or monument and are oriented towards a pedestrian.
e Hawkers and vendors may not be allowed on the periphery of the monument.

7.2 Other recommendations

e Extensive public awareness programme may be conducted.
e Provisions for differently able persons shall be provided as per prescribed standards.
e The area shall be declared as Plastic and Polythene free zone.

Specifications for Basement Construction (Sub-section —3.9.1, 3.9.2 &3.9.3):

» Basement shall not be used for residential purpose. And no toilet and kitchen
are allowed to be constructed in basement.

» The basement is permissible below the inner courtyard and shaft.

» The construction of basement will be done only after evaluation of the
structure. The neighbouring property should be 2m away from the property
where basement has to be constructed.

» The height between the floor and the beam bottom should be from 2.1m —
4.5m.

» For different type of buildings the construction of basement should be
accordingly:

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2. Heritage byelaws/ regulations/ guidelines if any available with local Bodies.

In the “Development authority building construction and development submethod -
2008; Revised 2016, sub section — 3.1.9 (1) & (I1), it is stated that for the monuments and
heritage sites declared protected by the ASI, no construction and development is allowed in
a periphery of 100m (prohibited area) from the protected boundary of the archaeological
monument/sites. And, beyond it, upto 300m (regulated area), the permission for
construction / development will be obtained from the Department of ASI as per the rules of
The Ancient Monument and Archaeological Sites and Remain Act — 1958.

Further, in the “Lucknow Maha Yojana-2031”; subsection—-8.11.9 (1) & (2), it is stated
that, the relevant provisions of the Government of India will be applicable on ASI protected
sites/monuments. While for remaining monuments (other than of ASI), some provisions are
mentioned which are specified as:

e Architectural Control:

Construction near the monuments, historical buildings, and along the main roads will
need approval in context with their architectural/artistic perspectives.

e Planning Control:
a) For Heritage Zones: There are three heritage zones specified in the

“Lucknow Maha Yojana —2031”:

(i) Husianabad Complex
(if) Kaiserbagh Complex
(iii) La- Martinier Complex

e No construction will be allowed under the distance of 50 meters from the
premises of the monument/Heritage building.

e From 50 meters to 150 meters, construction of only one storey residential
buildings (maximum height 3.8m) will be permitted.

e And, from 150 meters to 250 meters, construction of only two storied buildings
(maximum height 7.6m) will be permitted.

b) Apart from above stated three heritage zones, rules applicable for other important
buildings and monuments located in the other developed areas of the city are as
follows:

e No construction will be allowed under the distance of 15 meters from the
premises of the monument/Heritage building.

e From 15 meters to 50 meters, construction of only one storey residential buildings
(maximum height 3.8m) will be permitted.

e And, from 50 meters to 100 meters, construction of only two storied buildings
(maximum height 7.6m) will be permitted.

3. Open spaces.

Open space area standards are mentioned in "Development authority building
construction and development sub method — 2008; Revised 2016, sub section — 2.2.1 &
2.2.3:

1. Residential land-use: 15 percent of layout plan is left as open space as Tot-Lot, park
and play ground.

2. Non Residential land-use: 10 percent of layout plan is left as open space as Tot-Lot,
park and play ground.

3. Landscape Plan:

a. The trees will be planted at distance of 10m on one side along the road when the
road width is 9m or less than 12m.

b. The trees will be planted on both side along the road when road width is more than
12m.

c. The area of the road left after divider, footpath etc. will be used to plant trees.

4. In commercial planning the 20 percent of open space will be reserved for greenery and
50 trees will be planted per hectare.

5. In the areas like institutional area, public amenities, playground, 20 percent of open
area is reserved for greenery where 25 trees are planted per hectare.

4. Mobility with the Prohibited and Regulated area —Road Surfacing Pedestrian
Ways, non —motorised Transport etc.

For mobility in the Prohibited and Regulated areas of the monument, as such no clauses/
bye-laws have been defined. Whereas, inside the city, the road traffic mostly consists of -
two wheelers, bicycles, tempos, car, jeeps, taxi, vans, auto rickshaws, mini bus, truck, meta
door, tractor and trolley, tongas, thelas etc. Also, on the road existing near the monument,
mostly slow moving motorized and non-motorized vehicles can be seen throughout the year.
