required by Rule 18, sub-rule (2) of the National Monuments Authority (Conditions
of Service of Chairman and Members of Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules,
2011, for inviting objections or suggestions from the public;

The objections/ suggestions received before the specified date have duly been
considered by the National Monuments Authority in consultation with the
Competent Authority.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (5) of the
section 20 (E) of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains
Act, 1958 the National Monuments Authority, hereby make the following bye-laws
namely:-

CHAPTER |
PRELIMINARY

1.0 Short title, extent and commencements: -

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CHAPTER I

Background of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological sites and remains
(AMASR) Act, 1958

2. Background of the Act:-The Heritage Bye-Laws are intended to guide physical,
social and economic interventions within 300m in all directions of the Centrally
Protected Monuments. The 300m area has been divided into two parts (i) the
Prohibited Area, the area beginning at the limit of the Protected Area or the
Protected Monument and extending to a distance of one hundred meters in all
directions and (ii) the Regulated Area, the area beginning at the limit of the
Prohibited Area and extending to a distance of two hundred meters in all directions.

As per the provisions of the Act, no person shall undertake any construction or
mining operation in the Protected Area and Prohibited Area while permission for
repair and renovation of any building or structure, which existed in the Prohibited
Area before 16 June, 1992, or which had been subsequently constructed with the
approval of DG, ASI and; permission for construction, re-construction, repair or
renovation of any building or structure in the Regulated Area, must be sought from
the Competent Authority.

2.1 Provision of the Act related to Heritage Bye-laws: The AMASR Act, 1958,
Section 20E and Ancient Monument and Archaeological Sites and Remains
(Framing of Heritage Bye-Laws and other function of the Competent Authority)
Rules 2011, Rule 22, specifies framing of Heritage Bye-Laws for Centrally
Protected Monuments. The Rule provides parameters for the preparation of Heritage
Bye-Laws. The National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman
and Members of Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011, Rule 18 specifies
the process of approval of Heritage Bye-laws by the Authority.

2.2 Rights and Responsibilities of Applicant:The AMASR Act, Section 20C, 1958,
specifies details of application for repair and renovation in the Prohibited Area, or
construction or re-construction or repair or renovation in the Regulated Area as
described below:

@) Any person, who owns any building or structure, which existed in a
Prohibited Area before 16™ June, 1992, or, which had been subsequently
constructed with the approval of the Director-General and desires to carry
out any repair or renovation of such building or structure, may make an
application to the Competent Authority for carrying out such repair and
renovation as the case may be.

(b) Any person, who owns or possesses any building or structure or land in any
Regulated Area, and desires to carry out any construction or re-construction
or repair or renovation of such building or structure on such land, as the case
may be, make an application to the Competent Authority for carrying out
construction or re-construction or repair or renovation as the case may be.
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(© It is the responsibility of the applicant to submit all relevant information and
abide by the National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of
Chairman and Members of the Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules,
2011.

CHAPTER 111

Location and Setting of Centrally Protected Monuments Nizamuddin Basti
group of monuments

3.0 Location and Setting of the Monuments:-

Most of the monuments in the Nizamuddin Basti owe their location to the Dargah
(shrine) of Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya including the Humayun’s Tomb itself. A
settlement came up around the saint’s Dargah, and many significant tomb structures
were also built here, such as the Chausath Khamba, Barakhamba, Atgah Khan’s tomb
and the Hazrat Nizamuddin Baoli. Apart from these monuments, many other smaller
tomb structures, gateways and enclosures can be seen in the Basti. Nizamuddin Basti is
located at the intersection of the Mathura road and the Lodhi road in Central Delhi and
it is bounded by the Lodi Raod, Mathura Road and the Lala Lajpat Rai Marg along its
North, East and West sides respectively. On the South, the Basti is bounded by the
Sunehariand Barapullah Nallah.

The Basti has 10 Centrally Protected Monuments and several heritage buildings that
have been listed by the Municipal Corporation of Delhi. Out of the 10 monuments in
the Basti, five monuments namely, Tomb of Nizamuddin Auliya, Grave of Jahanara
Begum, Grave of Mirza Jahangir, Grave of Mohd. Shah and the Tomb of Amir
Khusrau are located within the Dargah Complex. The Barakhamba tomb is located
within a Delhi Development Authority Park along the Lodi Road and Chausath
Khamba and Ghalib ki Mazar are located adjacent to each other, along the main access
to the Dargah from the Mathura Road. The Dargah Complex, Atgah Khan’s Tomb and
the Baoli are located close to each other in the centre of the Basti.

3.2 History of the Monuments/Site:

The Nizamuddin area, comprising the Hazrat Nizamuddin Basti — Humayun’s Tomb
complex — Sunder Nursery — Batashewala complex — residential areas of Nizamuddin
east and west is today recognized as one of the densest ensemble of medieval buildings
in India. This area is a repository of seven hundred years of ‘living culture’ recognized
for its pluralistic traditions.

Almost every dynasty to have ruled Delhi has built here; the llbari Turks, also known as
the Slave dynasty, the Khiljis, the Tughlags, Lodis, the Surs and of course the Mughals,
built some of the finest buildings of their reigns in this small geographical area, that
historically stood along with the River Yamuna.

It was Ghiyas ud din Balban who built his palace here in the mid 13" century, before he
ascended the throne in CE 1265, giving the area the name of Ghiyaspur. Lal Mahal, as
his palace came to be known, was a fine building with a central dome and is today the
earliest surviving Islamic palace building in whole of India and it depicts the use of
dome and true arch. The famed traveler lbn Batuta is said to have stayed at the palace
for a part of his stay in Delhi. Lal Mahal today serves as a private residence with
portions of the building demolished in 2008-09.

The significance of the area comes from Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya, the revered 14"
century Sufi saint, who chose to establish his Khangah in Ghiyaspur. The grand Jamaat
Khana mosque built here during Alauddin Khilji’s reign (CE 1295-1315), to Royal
scale, remains one of the grandest structures in the complex. The construction of the
Mosque and that of the Baoli in 1320 CE indicated the presence of a significant
population in Ghiyaspur or even a large volume of pilgrims visiting here to seek the
blessings of Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya. The Baoli would have served not only the
drinking water needs of the local community and pilgrims, but also would have been
used for wuzu or ablutions prior to prayers at the mosgue.

The saint chose a spot along the river Yamuna to meditate and a Chillgah was built for
this purpose.Two centuries later, Humayun’s Tomb, the first of the grand dynastic
mausoleums was builtadjacent to this structure. The eastern enclosure wall of
Humayun’s Tomb incorporates portions of the Chillgah of Hazrat Nizamuddin.

On his death, the saint was buried in the courtyard of the Jamaat Khana mosque, and the
area began to be known after him as ‘Nizamuddin’. For almost 700 years, pilgrims have
been visiting the shrine of the saint and since it is considered auspicious to be buried
near a saint’s grave, seven centuries of tomb building can now be seen here. Within six
months of the death of the saint, his favourite disciple, the great poet, Amir Khusrau too
died, unable to bear the grief of the loss of his spiritual master. Hazrat Amir Khusrau
(1253- 1325CE) has, till today, maintained his position as a revered figure in the Indio-
Persian cultural landscape of the South Asian subcontinent for over seven hundred
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years. He was, without doubt, the most popular proponent of what has come to be called
Hindustani culture, a fine synthesis of Hindu and Muslim elements into a synergetic
whole. He was a devout follower of the Chishtiya order while being associated with the
courts of at least seven kings of Delhi straddling the two worlds with ease, not
noticeable among the legion of poets before or after him.

Muhammad Bin Tughlaq used to pay his respect to Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya. He is
said to have created a network of irrigation canals, now referred to as nallah’s. The
Barahpullah nallah at the western and southern edge of the Nizamuddin area and this
stretch, so far, haslimited construction activity but now houses and an elevated road
have come up here.

Two major buildings were built here during the Tughlaqg era — the Kalan Masjid in CE
1370-1371 and the tomb of Khan-e-Jahan Junan Shah Tilangani, the Prime Minister of
Firoz Shah Tughlag. The mosque and tomb stand on the southern edge of Hazrat
Nizamuddin Basti and originally stood within an enclosure of which only a few traces
now remain. The tomb is understood to be the earliest octagonal tomb in India and is
presently occupied by several families. Structures were built surrounding the Baoli of
Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya till late Mughal times with the southern arcade dating from
CE 1379-80.

The spate of tomb building in the area continued through the Lodi period and even
though some of the significant royal tombs of the Lodi dynasty were built almost a mile
east of the Dargah of Hazrat Nizmauddin Auliya, structures such as the tomb known as
Barakhamba, Gol Gumbad and Do Sirihya Gumbad were built within Hazrat
Nizamuddin Basti.

It was during the early Mughal era and Emperor Akbar’s reign, following the building of
Humayun’s Tomb, several other prominent structures were built in the Nizamuddin area,
mostly tombs. One such was the tomb of Atgah Khan, who was present when Humayun
was defeated by Sher Shah Suri and aided the emperor in his escape from the field of
battle’. Atgah Khan’s wife was wet nurse of Emperor Akbar and Atgah Khan rose to
become Emperor Akbar’s Vakil or Chancellor of the empire. Atgah Khan’s tomb was
built in CE 1566-67, in close proximity to the Dargah of Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya; this
jewel like building with inlay of tile work in marble is unique, but rarely visited, as the
enclosure within which it stood, has been encroached upon.

Atgah Khan’s son, Mirza Aziz Kokaltash, foster brother of Emperor Akbar, was buried
in CE 1623-24, in a unique marble tomb, in close proximity to his father’s tomb, known
as Chausath Khambha, on account of the 64 marble pillars.

Through the 18" and 19™ century, construction of tomb building continued in the
vicinity but the large garden-tombs were followed by smaller structures such as those
dotting the Delhi Golf Club. The famous 19" century poet Mirza Ghalib, was also
buried in close proximity of the Dargah of Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya.
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3.3 Description of Monuments (architectural features, elements, materials etc.):

i) Baoli Nizamuddin

The Baoli was constructed under Hazrat Nizamuddin’s provision and it is said to
have been the cause of contention between Nizamuddin and Ghiyasuddin Tughlaq
Shah. The Baoli measures 37.5 m by 16.15 m and is enclosed by walls on the south,
east and west direction, the descending steps being on the north. Several structures
have been erected on the periphery of the Baoli at different times including the
narrow arcaded passage on the east. Protected, Prohibited and Regulated boundaries
of the monument may be seen at Annexure-1V at Map-5.

i) Chausath Khamba

This elegant tomb was built by Mirza Aziz Kokaltash for himself. He was the son
of Atgah Khan and Jiji Angah and thus the foster brother of the Emperor
Akbar.This building is known as Chausath Khamba on account of its 64 pillars
which support the roof. The tomb is divided into 25 bays roofed by domes. Each
of the four sides is divided into five bays. There is a marble grave of Kokaltash
ornamented with fine carvings near the western door of the Tomb adjoining his
wife’s grave. There are other eight graves in the building, all uninscribed, but
believed to be of members of the Kokaltash family. The decorative features include
lattice screens, ornamental capitals etc. Protected, Prohibited and Regulated
boundaries of the monument may be seen at Annexure-1V at Map-7.

The mazaar is located in a small cemetery. The grave consists of a marble slab and
has an inscription on it. The small structure built over it was constructed in the 20"
century. The tomb is located in an enclosure kept locked by the Ghalib Academy.

The Barakhambha Tomb is so known on account of the twelve pillars that stand on
its four sides, is a 16™ century (Lodi era) domed tomb building. Situated on the
eastern end of the Lodi Road, at the edge of Hazrat Nizamuddin Basti. It is within
the buffer zone of the Humayun’s Tomb World Heritage Site.

Atgah Khan was the husband of Jiji Angah, one of Akbar’s wet nurses, and a close
confidant of Akbar. This is one of the few Akbar period buildings in Delhi. The
striking tomb stands within a walled enclosure and consists of a 6 sq. m. chamber
roofed by a dome. There are deep recessed arches containing doorways on its four
sides, the south doorway is the entrance to the tomb and others are closed with lattice
stone screens. The building and enclosure walls are constructed of red stone inlaid
with marble and coloured tiles. The flooring of the enclosure has inlaid marble
strips in sandstone. The decorative features have inlaid marble and coloured tiles,
other ornamentation,etc. Inside the tomb, there are three marble graves containing
intricate carvings. The grave of Atgah Khan is in the centre and his wife’s grave is
on the right side of visitor while the grave on the left side has not been identified.
The enclosure contains two dalans/vaulted halls of late Mughal period which were
used as khangahs or convents. Protected, Prohibited and Regulated boundaries of the
monument may be seen at Annexure-I1V at Map-9.

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3.4 CURRENT STATUS

3.4.1 Condition of the Monuments- condition assessment:

Baoli: The Baoli was in a poor state of repair and maintenance and oneof the
corners of the Baoli collapsed in 2008. Following this, extensive steaning desilting
and conservation work were carried out by AKTC in partnership with ASI.

Chausath Khamba: This Akbari era structure has undergone conservation where
each of the 25 marble domes were dismantled and replaced after changing of iron
dowels with stainless steel dowels. The roof of the structure was also water
proofed using lime.

Ghalib Ki Mazar: The open space around the tomb has been recently repaved and
the enclosure wall of the monument has been built. The tomb is in good condition.

Barakhamba Tomb: The Tomb has undergone conservation and is in a good
condition.

Atgah Khan Tomb: Though the principal tomb chamber is accessible, the crypt
of the tomb and its gated enclosure is now encroached and occupied. Conservation
works presently ongoing on the tomb are thus limited to the principal structure.
The encroached crypt seriously risks the structural stability of the building as there
have been known attempts to increase living space in the crypt by reducing wall
thickness.

Tomb of Nizamuddin Auliya (Dargah) & Tomb of Amir Khusrau :The control
of the complex,including these two monuments,with over 8246 square feet of
notified area as protected in 1925, is with the Dargah Committee. Frequented by
thousands of daily pilgrims, the two structures have been fitted with air
conditioners, lighting both in the interiors and exteriors. In recent years, the
original flooring of the tomb of Nizamuddin Auliya has been replaced. The Tomb
of Nizamuddin Auliya has an intricate wooden canopy with a mother of pearl inlay
and this is showing signs of serious deterioration.

Grave of Jahanara Begum, Grave of Mirza Jahangir, Grave of Mohd. Shah
These three structures stand adjoining one another. Built of intricately carved
marble screens, the structures are fragile and over the years, several marble
elements have been damaged and replaced by the Archaeological Survey of India.

3.4.2 Daily footfalls and occasional gathering numbers:

All monuments within the Nizamuddin Basti are un-ticketed and many of them,
such as the Dargah and the Baoli are for religious purposes and visited by more
than 5000 visitors/pilgrims per day. During special events such as the Urs, Eid and
Muharram, the visitors to the Dargah can go up to 35000-40000 per day. During
the Urs festival, Qawwali performances are held at the Urs Mahal located within
the enclosure wall of the Chausath Khamba. In addition, heritage walks carried
out by various NGO Groups also bring in a frequent flow of tourists to the
monuments, heritage buildings and the living heritage of Nizamuddin Basti
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CHAPTER IV

Existing zoning, if any, in the local area development plans

4.0 Existing zoning:

The location of the monument has a significant impact on the development around
the sites and this is recognized in the Master Plan, Zonal plans and the local area
plans of the City. The Master Plan 2021 designates this area as one of the six
heritage zones of Delhi.

The Zonal Plan-D of the Delhi Development Authority lists 52 monuments. 23 of
them are monuments of the Humayun’s Tomb sub-circle out of which 10 are in the
Nizamuddin Basti.

All of the monuments of the Humayun’s Tomb sub circle lie within the Ward 55-S
of the South Delhi Municipal Corporation. The ward covers an area of 489 ha.
Once overlaid on the ward map, the prohibited and regulated zones constitute a
considerable portion of the Municipal Ward No. 55-S out of which 17.28% or 84.5
ha of land is under residential area. About 55% of the land is under recreational
use. As per Census 2001, the ward has 8966 households with a total population of
44,843. The Municipal Corporation of Delhi is the nodal agency for the
preparation of ward plans or local area plans. These plans will form the basis of
development in each ward.

The regulated and prohibited zone constitutes of 240 ha and only 8% of the area
lies outside of ward 55-S. Out of the 240 ha, 32% of the Regulated Area is under
residential land use. Out of the 84 ha under residential use in the ward, 78 ha lies
within the regulated/prohibited zone around the monuments.

Specifically in the case of Nizamuddin Basti, 80% of the built up area of the Basti
falls within Prohibited Area and 100% of the Basti falls within the regulated area
of the protected monuments in the Basti. The combined 100 m buffer zone of this
group of monuments includes residential areas, parks (DDA), MCD facilities such
as Barat Ghar, Polyclinic, Night shelter and Community toilets and the Police
Station. Most of the buildings are unsafe and poorly built.

Extensive growth has taken place in the Nizamuddin Basti where monuments and
other structures — residences, shops and other institutions are almost adjoining the
monuments.The most of built up structures existed before 1992. However, the rapid
pace of reconstruction and repairs on the existing structure and the increase in the
number of floors is rampant. Many buildings are highly vulnerable to earthquakes and
other hazards due to weak and poorly built foundations. The neighbourhoods that are
within the 100 m buffer zone are Nizam Nagar, Dildar Nagar, Gali Gadariyaan,
Marqgazi Market area, Khasra N0.556, Nal wali Masjit Market wali gali and Musafir
Khana. All these neighbourhoods are heavily built.

5.1.3 Description of green/open spaces

Green areas in the Basti are limited to four DDA parks which are located in the
periphery of the settlement. The Barakhamba Tomb is located in one of these parks
and another one of these parks is reserved for women and children only. This park is
also extensively used by the local MCD School. These open spaces have been
landscaped and redeveloped.

Apart from the green parks, the Chausath Khmba fore court and the Ghalib ki Mazar
are significant open spaces in the Basti and are extensively used for cultural events.
The Chausath Khamba forecourt and Ghalib Mazar have also been re-landscaped to
enhance the use of these spaces for cultural programmes.

Across the Lodi Road on the opposite side of the Basti, the Amir Khusrau Park is in
need of urgent attention as it has been encroached extensively and is now a site with
illegal shanty housing and dumping of waste.

5.1.4 Area covered under circulation- roads, footpaths etc.

Almost all streets in the Basti are very narrow and access is limited to pedestrian
movements only. Vehicles can reach the entrance of the Baoli and the Chausath
Khamba but movement of vehicles on the streets cause severe congestion and traffic
jams. There are no parking spaces within the Basti.

5.1.5 Heights of buildings (Zone wise)

Height of buildings in the Basti vary from single story structures to 6-7 storeys. All
heights in the Regulated and Prohibited Area have been indicated in Annexure-IV on
Map-3.Height cloud analysis of the existing buildings in the Nizamuddin Basti may
be seen at Annexure-II. lllegal and unsafe construction of buildings is rampant;Many
structures have come up along the enclosure walls of the Atgah Khan’s Tomb, the
Baoli and the Chausath Khamba.
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5.1.6 State protected monuments and listed Heritage Buildings by local Authorities, if
available, within the Prohibited/Regulated Area:

The Municipal Corporation of Delhi in its Bye Laws has listed 767 Heritage sitews
including heritage buildings, heritage precincts and natural feature areas in Delhi.
The list was notified under Delhi Gazette NCT, Urban Department, Dt. 25.02.2010.
A total of 43 listed heritage buildings stand within the Nizamuddin Basti and also fall
within 100m or 200m of the CentrallyProtected Monuments. These buildings have
also been graded as per importance. Out of these 43 buildings, 31 are Grade-II
heritage buildings which are by and large allowed internal changes and adaptive reuse
and the rest of the 12 monuments are Grade-111 monuments where extensions are also
allowed, however, they should be in harmony with the existing heritage structure and
should not distract from it or cause any harm to the structure. The MCD list of
monuments recognises the lesser known, yet significant heritage of the Basti which is
critical in understanding the culture, lifestyle and evolution of both tangible and
intangible heritage of the area. Map-4 in Anexxure-IV provides a list and a map of
heritage buildings that fall within the Prohibited and the Regulated Areas of the
monuments.

5.1.7 Public amenities:

Public amenities such as community toilets, polyclinic and schools have been
upgraded. However, the Basti is densely populated and has severe problems with
respect to solid waste management and sanitation. Toilets for visitors and residents
have been upgraded through pay and use services managed by the community are
successful especially during tourist season and pilgrims influx during festivals.

5.1.8 Access to monuments:

Nizamuddin Basti is located at the intersection of the Mathura road and the Lodi road
in Central Delhi and it is bounded by the Lodi Raod, Mathura Road and the Lala
Lajpat Rai Marg along its North, East and West sides respectively. On the South, the
Basti is bounded by the Sunehariand Barapullah Nalahh.Vehicles can reach the
entrance of the Baoli and the Chausath Khamba but movement of vehicles on the
streets cause severe congestion and traffic jams. There are no parking spaces within
the Basti. Taxi stands and IPTS are usually found at the entrances along the main road
only.

5.1.9 Infrastructure services (water supply, storm water drainage, sewage, solid waste
management, parking etc.):

Extensive infrastructure improvements have been carried out in the Basti and in the
monument structures in the Basti. An extensive de-silting of the Baoli along with the
replacement of sewage pipelines was carried out during restoration of the structure.
Similarly the waste water from the Dargah Complex that was falling directly into
Baoli was redirected and safely disposed through underground waste water pipes. A
sewerage up-gradation plan including replacement of damaged lines, repair of
manholes, construction of new lines and manholes was developed. Along with the
Basti, a wide solid waste collection and disposal program, special plans were put in
place for the cleaning of the Baoli, Chausath Khamba and the Dargah complex.
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5.1.10 Proposed zoning of the area as per guidelines of the Local Bodies:

The Master Plan 2021 identifies six heritage zones and three archaeological parks in
Delhi. It proposes the preparation of Special area plans for inner city and historic
neighbourhoods. The Delhi Urban Heritage Foundation formulated under the DDA
Act is mandated to promote reuse of old buildings for appropriate utilization and to
provide assistance to organizations in their efforts to save all or in parts components of
urban heritage.

The Delhi Urban Heritage foundation has approved “Monument area development
Plans” for five areas in the Basti namely;
e Housing improvement and faced improvement around Chausath Khamba.
e Re-development around Do-Siriya Gumbad and conservation of the structure.
e Barakhamba Conservation and landscape
e Atgah Khan Tomb conservation, improvement of immediate surroundings and
relocation of families living within the structures
e Conservation of Tilangani’s Tomb, improvements of immediate surroundings
and relocation of families living within the structure.

Section 18.5 of the Master Plan states that timely review of the plans may be made in
order to incorporate modifications and corrections in plan policies and implementation
procedures. For heritage zones, traditional inner city and unplanned areas, ASIl, MCD
and DDA are the responsible agencies.

MPD 2021, for the conservation of heritage proposes that the new heritage zones and
Archaeological Parks need to be identified and special conservation plans must be
prepared for them.

CHAPTER VI

Architectural, historical and archaeological value of the monuments.
6.0 Architectural, historical and archaeological value:

e Hazarat Nizamuddin Basti is considered a sacred area because of the Rauza
(shrine) of the Sufi saint Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya. It is one of the Delhi’s
oldest settlements and has many grand historical monuments dating back to 700
years. Its continuing cultural essence and way of life, traditional urban fabric and
local trade makes Nizamuddin Basti the cultural and historical heart of Delhi.

e Dargah of Hazrat Nizamuddin is venerated by Muslims and Hindus alike to this
day. The Dargah Complex has many important tombs including that of Amir
Khusrau, Mohd. Shah Rangila and Jahanara Begum.

e The Baoli, an ancient step-well, according to a legend was built during Hazrat
Nizamuddin’s lifetime in 1321-22 CE.

e The Kalan Majid was built by Khan e Jahan Junan Shah in 1387 CE who was the
prime minister of Firoz Shah Tughlug. He is said to have built seven similar
mosques in Delhi.
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e The Tomb of Atgah Khan, husband of Akbar’s wet Nurse Jiji Angah is an
exquisite example of Mughal architecture in white marble and red sandstone.
The tomb is located to the east of the Dargah Complex. A narrow lane
leadstowards the Complex from the Ghalib Academy, past the shops selling
pilgrim paraphernalia, the main path diverts to the left while the entrance to the
Tomb is located straight ahead.

e The Chausath Khamba is the tomb of Mirza Aziz Kokaltash, son of Atgah Khan
and Jiji Angah. He was Akbar’s foster brother, and thus was known by the name
‘Kokaltash’. The tomb was built in the year 1623-24 A.D. The structure gets its
name on account of the sixty four columns which support the roof of the hall.

e Mirza Ghalib’s Tomb. The grave is located in a large open courtyard adjacent to
the Ghalib Academy. The Chausath Khamba lies to its east.

e The Phoolwali Gali archway is the only gateway surviving of the original
enclosure wall that once surrounded the settlement.

e Barakhamba tomb is located along the main road leading from the Subz Burj
towards the Lodi Tombs. The structure lies next to the Nizamuddin Police
Station and surrounded by a DDA park on all sides.

e Tilangani’s Tomb: The Tomb is one of the first octagonal tombs in Delhi; later
examples include the Tomb of Mohd. Shah Sayyid and Isa Khan.

e Lal Mahal: The building is the earliest surviving Islamic Palace building in India.
It is also known to be the first structure to use the dome and the true arch in
India.

6.1 Sensitivity of the monuments (e.g. developmental pressure, urbanization,
population Pressure, etc.):

The monuments in Nizamuddin Basti are under tremendous threat due to rapid and
haphazard urban growth in the Basti as it has nearly 6 timeshigher population density
as compared to that of Delhi. This has a direct impact on the provision of services,
amenities for the residential population. In addition, the Basti is visited by a minimum
of 8000 people every day which puts enormous presurre on its need for services and
space.

The high population density, unsafe construction and poor sanitation has a negative
impact on the monuments in the vicinity. The forecourt and the entrances of Atgah
Khan’s Tomb and Chausath Khamba are often dumped with waste. This not only
discourages visitors but also damages the monument itself. Similarly, many houses
have been built using the exterior enclosure walls of these two monuments. The Atgah
Khan’s Tomb has unique marble inlay and tile work on the structure and the enclosure
wall on the west has been severly damaged and vandalised.

Similar problems are seen at the Baoli, Dargah, Barakhamba Tomb and other heritage
structures of the area. It is necessary to take measures to control unplanned growth and
to improve sanitation in the area.

6.2 Visibility from the Protected Monuments or Area and visibility from Regulated
Area:

None of the monuments are visible even from a short distance in the Basti apart from
the Barakhamba Tomb. The view from the monuments is haphazard and chaotic
building profile with no facadeand height control.It needs to be put in place in the form
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of street/facade and urban design schemes for the immediate surroundings of the
monuments and for the access routes to the monuments. Annexure-111 provides a
photographic documentation of the views to and from the monuments of the Basti.

6.3 Land-use to be identified: Landuse for the areas may be seen at Map-2 in Annexure-
V.

6.4 Archaeological heritage remains other than protected monuments:

The enclosure wall and gateway of the settlement, now known as Kot mohalla is still
visible in some parts of the Basti. Apart from this, many other heritage structures
including gateways, graves and grave platforms also exits in the Basti, out of that 40
have been listed by the MCD which include significant structures such as the
Tilangani’s Tomb, Kalan Masjid and the Jammat Khana mosque.

6.5 Cultural landscapes:

Located in the heart of New Delhi, in the setting of Humayun’s Tomb World Heritage
Site and dotted with over a hundred monuments, the area may be the densest ensemble
of medieval Islamic buildings in India. More importantly, the densely populated Hazrat
Nizamuddin Basti is the repository of seven hundred years ‘living culture’ recognized
for its pluralistic traditions. The Humayun’s Tomb — Nizamuddin area in Delhi has
continuously evolved and inhabited since13"™ century. Over the past 700 years, a
profusion of monumental tomb building occurred in close proximity to the Dargah of
Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya, a revered Sufi saint.

The burial of the revered Chistiya Sufi Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya in 1325 CE led to
the area becoming the sacred burial ground of important nobles and emperors from
Tughlaq Period (early 14™ Century) to the Mughal Period.

One of the few surviving structures believed to have been built during the lifetime of
the saint was the Baoli. The Baoli was built in this area in 1321-1322 CE under the
supervision of Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya.

The popularity of the area as a necropolisgained significantly after the death of the saint
and his subsequent burial here as burial near the grave of the saint was and is still
considered auspicious and the area thus became a huge graveyard from the 14™ century
down to the present day. Six months after the death of the saint, his favourite
discipleAmir Khusrau also died and was buried near the saint only.

The Chini Ka burj was erected here between 1550-60 CE; it has some fine glazed tile
embellishments like the contemporary structures in the area which give the tomb its
name. The incised plasterwork within the structure mentions the name of Zuhra Agha,
a noble woman and follower of the saint who lies buried in a tomb further north of the
Chini Ka burj.

6.6 Significant natural landscapes that form part of cultural landscape and also help in
protecting monuments from environmental pollution:

Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya chose a spot near the river Yamuna to meditate and a
Chillgah was built for this purpose. The River Yamuna was an important part of the
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natural landscape at that period of time but over time it has shifted away from the
monuments.

Open spaces in and around the monuments and in Nizamuddin Basti that enhances the
heritage character of the area and improve views to the monuments, especially in the
case of Barakhamba, Chausath Khamba and Mirza Ghalib’s Tomb have been
developed. Landscapes for other open areas in the Basti parks have been developed
keeping in mind the historic character of the settlement as well as the needs of the
community.

6.7 Usage of open space and constructions:

Cultural events, festivals and melas may be promoted in the open spaces of the Basti
including the forecourt of the Chausath Khamba, Mirza Ghalib’s Tomb and the
Barakhamba Tomb and park. No permanent construction shall be carried out in the
open spaces.

6.8 Traditional, historical and cultural activities:

Traditional festivals such as the Urs festival, Quwallis, music and art festivals take place
in the Basti.

6.9 Skyline as visible from the monuments and from Regulated Areas:

An analysis of the skyline and view from the monument and from the Regulated
Areamay be seen at Annexure- I11.

6.10 Vernacular Architecture:

Most of the residential areas of the Basti have been rebuilt but some areas, such as, the
Kot Mohalla and Gali gadariyan still retain the haveli and courtyard style of buildings.

6.11 Developmental plan, as available, by the local authorities:

e The Zonal Plan-D of the Delhi Development Authority lists down 52 monuments.
Out of which 10 Centrally Protected Monuments are in the Nizamuddin Basti group
of monuments.

e All these monuments lie within Ward 55-S of the South Delhi Municipal
Corporation. The ward covers an area of 489 ha.

e Map-11in Annexure-1VV may be seen for details of the Ward.

6.12 Building related parameters:
(@) Height of the construction on the site (inclusive all):
The height of all structures of any kind in the Regulated Area of monuments will

be restricted to 15m i.e. 12m+ 3m for rooftop structures like mumty, machine
room, water tank etc.
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(b) Floor area:

FAR in the Regulated Area of the Monument will be as per Master Plan 2021,
Delhi (MPD).

(c) Usage:- As per Master Plan 2021, Delhi (MPD).

(d) Facade design:-
French doors and large glass facades along the front street or along staircase
shafts will not be permitted.

(e) Roof design:-

e Flat roof design in the area is to be followed

e Itissuggested that all structures, even using using temporary materials such as
aluminium, fibre glass, polycarbonate or similar materials will not be permitted
on the roof of the building.

e All services such as large air conditioning units, water tanks or large generator
sets placed on the roof to be screened off using screen walls (brick/cements
sheets etc)

(f) Building material: -

e Consistency in materials and color along all street facades within 100m of the
monument.

e Traditional materials such as brick, cement plaster and stone should be used.

(9) Colour: - The exterior colour must be used of a neutral tone in harmony with
the monuments.

6.13 Visitor facilities and amenities: Nizamuddin Dargah is also a pilgrimage site,
therefore facilities (parking, water and sanitation) for pilgrims visiting the site
especially during festivals may be provided.

CHAPTER VII

Site Specific Recommendations

7.1 Local Governance and Heritage Management

The protected areas of each monument fall within the jurisdiction of the Archaeological
Survey of India, however, the prohibited and protected zones around the monuments are
managed and maintained by the local body. The jurisdiction and the boundaries of the
heritage zone may be integrated into the local area plan that is prepared and
implemented by the South Delhi Municipal Corporation as the local area plan provides a
single window framework for implementation of regulations of the Master plan as well
as heritage regulations. Layout plans with urban design guidelines may also be included
at the local area plan level. The entire heritage zone lies with the ward boundary of
ward 55-S making its management with the Municipality much easier.

7.2 Other Site Specific Recommendations.
a) Setbacks

e The front building edge shall follow the existing street line. The minimum
open space requirements need to be achieved with setbacks or internal
courtyards and terraces.

b) Signages

e Signage for shops (wherever needed) may be consistent in size, dimension
and colour; LED or digital signs may not be used. Plastic fiber glass or any
other highly reflective synthetic material may not be used for signage in the
heritage area. Banners placed across streets for advertising
shops/commercial enterprises may not be permitted. Banners may be put up
for special events/fair etc. for not more than three days. No advertisements
in the form of small bills pasted on wall within the heritage zone will be
permitted.

e Signages should be placed in such a way that they do not block the view of
any heritage structure or monument and are oriented towards a pedestrian. A
detailed signage plan may be developed for directional signage around
monuments.

e Separate signage indicating heritage walks/trails may be put up along the
pedestrian routes.

¢) Compound walls

There should be consistency in design, heights and material for compound walls and
gates along road/streets leading to monument structures. The materials should be
those that are local and traditionally used. Heights of boundary walls as well as gate
should be consistent.

f) Shop extensions, Street vendors and Kiosks

Extension to shops that project on to the streets should not be permitted as they
block the right of way permanently. Movable kiosks may be designed for street
vendors that follow similar design and size parameters,

h) Parking

e No stilt parking or parking in front and along the streets may be permitted on
streets with a width of less than or equal to 6m

e Special provisions to be made for parking for special events such as the Urs and
the Thursday prayers and gawwali at the Dargah, the newly developed Sunehari
nalah bus parking may be used for the parking.

e Individual parking ports and spaces within the settlement shall be discouraged
with strict codes of requirements. Collective parking lots with sensitive-to-basti-
fabric design details shall be developed to prevent visual disturbance within the
built form and to keep the basti streets vehicular free.
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J) Services

Services in the Basti are under severe pressure due to the visitor population and
the resident population.

Unlike planned urban areas, the Basti is a complex and dense settlement with a
very high daily footfall. In addition to the provisions mentioned above, the
immediate surroundings of the monuments can be upgraded through community
based interventions. Waste management, organised parking, signage etc. can be
planned and implemented by the community in consultation with the local
authorities.

2. Heritage Bye-laws / regulations / guidelines if any available with local bodies

The Master plan recommends the preparation of Special area plans for Heritage sites
in Delhi, however these have not yet been finalized by the concerned agencies.

The Master-Plan specifies that in the case of special areas and urban villages a
distinction must be made between the heritage and the non-heritage segment of the
settlements. Special area redevelopment schemes should be prepared for traditional
areas keeping in view archaeological norms/ architectural character. Master Plan of
Delhi-2021 defines the special areas as “mix of different land-uses and have
similarities in compact built form, narrow circulation space and low rise, high density



developments, mainly accomodating residential, commercial- both retail, or
wholesale and Industrial uses.”

3. Open spaces

Most of the open spaces around the Humayun’s Tomb Complex, Batashewala
Complex and the Sunder Nursery are a component of a designated District park as per
the Master Plan 2021. The following activities that are relevant to the site are
permitted in District parks as per the Master Plan 2021.

Open-air food court

Plant Nursery

Avrea for water harvesting

Archaeological Park

Specialized Park

Amenity structures

Restaurant in a District Park having an area above 25 Ha subject to the following

A. Area of the restaurant plot shall not be more than 0.8 Ha or 1% of the District
Park, whichever is less.

B. Restaurant plot shall have no physical segregation from the rest of the District
Park area.

C. The building shall be a single storey structure with max. FAR of 5 and height
not more than 4 m without any residential facility and to harmonize with the
surroundings.

D. In case there is no parking lot in the vicinity, parking should be provided at a
reasonable distance from the restaurant. Parking area should not form part of
the restaurant complex / greens.

E. 30% of the area shall be developed as dense plantation

Interpretation centres are also permissible in Heritage zones.

4. Mobility with the Prohibited and Regulated area-road surfacing, pedestrian
ways, non-motorised transport etc.

Mobility schemes and urban design guidelines have not yet been finalised by the
concerned development agencies.

5. Streetscapes, Facades and new construction

The different plots of land along the monument enclosure walls are not bound by any
design control norms and therefore do not reflect the setting and the context of the
monuments giving a disaggregated appearance around the site. Comprehensive
design guidelines on signage, material and design of boundary walls, street surfacing,
street furniture and entrance gates can help unify the space around the site.
