Draft Heritage Bye-Laws
CHAPTER |

PRELIMINARY

1.0 Short title, extent and commencements: -
(i) These bye-laws may be called the National Monument Authority Heritage bye-
laws 2020 of Centrally Protected Monument Rasa-Mancha, Locality Bishnupur,
District Bankura, West Bengal.

(i) They shall extend to the entire prohibited and Regulated Area of the
monuments.

(ili)  They shall come into force with effect from the date of their publication.

“construction” means any erection of a structure or a building, including any addition or
extension thereto either vertically or horizontally, but does not include any re-
construction, repair and renovation of an existing structure or building, or, construction,
maintenance and cleansing of drains and drainage works and of public latrines, urinals
and similar conveniences, or the construction and maintenance of works meant for
providing supply or water for public, or, the construction or maintenance, extension,
management for supply and distribution of electricity to the public or provision for
similar facilities for public,

“floor area ratio (FAR)” means the quotient obtained by dividing the total covered area
(plinth area) on all floors by the area of the plot,
FAR = Total covered area of all floors divided by plot area,

“Government” means The Government of India,

“maintain”, with its grammatical variations and cognate expressions, includes the
fencing, covering in, repairing, restoring and cleansing of protected monument, and the

doing of any act which may be necessary for the purpose of preserving a protected
monument or of securing convenient access thereto,

“owner” includes-

(i) a joint owner invested with powers of management on behalf of himelf and
other joint owners and the successor-in-title of any such owner, and

(i) any manager or trustee exercising powers of management and the successor-in-
office of any such manager or trustee,

“preservation” means maintaining the fabric of a place in its existing and retarding
deterioration.

“prohibited area” means any area specified or declared to be a prohibited area under

“protected area” means any archaeological site and remains which is declared to be of
national importance by or under this Act,

“protected monument” means any ancient monument which is declared to be of national
importance by or under this Act,

structure, having the same horizontal and vertical limits,

“repair and renovation” means alterations to a pre-existing structure or building, but

CHAPTER I

Background of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological sites and remains (AMASR)

Act, 1958

Background of the Act:-The Heritage Bye-Laws are intended to guide physical, social and
economic interventions within 300m in all directions of the Centrally Protected Monuments. The
300m area has been divided into two parts (i) the Prohibited Area, the area beginning at the limit
of the Protected Area or the Protected Monument and extending to a distance of one hundred m in
all directions and (ii) the Regulated Area, the area beginning at the limit of the Prohibited Area and
extending to a distance of two hundred m in all directions.



As per the provisions of the Act, no person shall undertake any construction or mining operation in
the Protected Area and Prohibited Area while permission for repair and renovation of any building
or structure, which existed in the Prohibited Area before 16 June, 1992, or which had been
subsequently constructed with the approval of DG, ASI and, permission for construction, re-
construction, repair or renovation of any building or structure in the Regulated Area, must be
sought from the Competent Authority.

2.1 Provision of the Act related to Heritage Bye-laws: The AMASR Act, 1958, Section 20E and
Ancient Monument and Archaeological Sites and Remains (Framing of Heritage Bye-Laws and
other function of the Competent Authority) Rules 2011, Rule 22, specifies framing of Heritage
Bye-Laws for Centrally Protected Monuments. The Rule provides parameters for the preparation
of Heritage Bye-Laws. The National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman
and Members of Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011, Rule 18 specifies the process of
approval of Heritage Bye-laws by the Authority.

2.2 Rights and Responsibilities of Applicant:The AMASR Act, Section 20C, 1958, specifies details
of application for repair and renovation in the Prohibited Area, or construction or re-construction
or repair or renovation in the Regulated Area as described below:

@ Any person, who owns any building or structure, which existed in a Prohibited Area
before 16" June, 1992, or, which had been subsequently constructed with the approval
of the Director-General and desires to carry out any repair or renovation of such building
or structure, may make an application to the Competent Authority for carrying out such
repair and renovation as the case may be.

(b) Any person, who owns or possesses any building or structure or land in any Regulated
Area, and desires to carry out any construction or re-construction or repair or renovation
of such building or structure on such land, as the case may be, make an application to
the Competent Authority for carrying out construction or re-construction or repair or
renovation as the case may be.

(© It is the responsibility of the applicant to submit all relevant information and abide by
the National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman and Members of
the Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011.

CHAPTER 111

Location and Setting of Centrally Protected Monument — Rasa-Mancha, Locality Bishnupur,
District, Bankura, West Bengal

3.0 Location and Setting of the Monument:-

e ltissituated at GPS Coordinates: Lat: 23° 4'6.12"N, Long87°19'19.39"E.
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Map 1: Google map showing location of- Ras-Mancha, along with Protected, Prohibited and Regulated Area,
Locality- Bishnupur, District- Bankura, West Bengal.

e The monument lies in the heart of Bishnupur, in Dalmadal Para and can be reached from SH 2 (2.9 km
north of the monument) as well as from NH 14 (2.8 km south-west of the monument).

e Bishnupur Bus Stand and Bishnupur Junction Railway Station is at a distance of 1.3 km and 3.6 km to
the south-west of the monument, respectively.

e Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose International Airport, Dum Dum, Kolkata is the nearest at a distance of
about 139 km to the east of the monument.

3.1 Protected boundary of the Monument:

The protected boundary of Rash-Mancha, Bishnupur, Bankura, West Bengal may be seen at
Annexure-I.

3.1.1 Notification Map/ Plan as per ASI records:

The Notification of the monument may be seen at Annexure-I1.
3.2 History of the Monument:

Among the group of temples at Bishnupur is a monument of great beauty with pyramidal roof and
square in shape which had a semi-religious nature. It is said to have been constructed by
BirHambirin circa 1600 C.E. and was patronized by the Malla rulers during whose time it was



vibrant with activity. Idols of various deities were brought and placed here from the nearby temples
during the festive season for public to view and worship. That practice is not in vogue now a days
but the monument enjoys its unique character not only in Bengal but in whole of India.

3.3 Description of Monument (architectural features, elements, materials, etc.):

Built on a laterite plinth, 1.5m in height, the monument is an impressive brick built square structure
24.5m long on each side rising to the height of 10.7m with a small shrine in the centre. It consists of
a square chamber, surrounded on each side by three galleries, with ten, eight and five arched
openings respectively and covered by a large truncated pyramidal roof. At the base of the pyramidal
roof, on every side there are four do-chalas and at the four corners char-chala roofed galleries. The
outer arches of the galleries are decorated with terracotta lotus motifs. On the eastern side there are
panels depicting dancers and musicians.

3.4 CURRENT STATUS

3.4.1 Condition of the Monument- condition assessment:

The monument is in a good state of preservation.
3.4.2 Daily footfalls and occasional gathering numbers:

The monument receives about 50 visitors/tourists daily. However, in the months of December,
during the Bishnupur Mela, this number increases to about 200-300 visitors per day.
CHAPTER IV

Existing zoning, if any, in the local area development plans
4.0 Existing zoning:

The monument lies under the Bishnupur municipality. No zoning has been made in the state
government acts and rules for this monument.

4.1 Existing Guidelines of the local bodies:

Although there are no specific guidelines framed in the state acts/rules/heritage bye-laws/master
plan/city development plan, etc., nevertheless provisions are made regarding the heritage in the
following acts/rules:

e The guidelines for the constructions of the buildings and other related topic are specified in the
West Bengal Municipal (Building) Rules, 2007.

e In the West Bengal Heritage Commission Act, 2001 of the West Bengal Act IX of 2001, a
provision is made for the establishment of a Heritage Commission in the State of West Bengal
for the purpose of identifying heritage buildings, monuments, precincts and sites and for
measures for their restoration and preservation. It extends to the whole of West Bengal. In
chapter Il of this act- it is clearly mentioned to establish a Commission by the name of the
West Bengal Heritage Commission.

5.1 Analysis of surveyed data:
5.1.1 Prohibited Area and Regulated Area details:

e Protected Area(approx.) : 5,118.65 sq m (1.26acre)
¢ Prohibited Area (approx.) : 60,091.21 m (14.85acre)
e Regulated Area (approx.) : 3,31,833.17 sq m (81.99acre)

Salient Features:

The monument lies in the heart of Bishnupur, in Dalmadal Para, surrounded by residential
and educational buildings along with parks, playgrounds, water bodies and open spaces.
Moreover, few public buildings like temples, hotels, banks, restaurants, SDPO office,
Employment Exchange Office are also present near the monument. The monument is well
connected to the national highway and the state highway by concrete roads and cart-track
roads.

5.1.2 Description of built up area:
Prohibited Area

e North: Pukka and kutcha buildings mostly with ground floor ranging from 3m to 4m in
height, electric post, hand- pump/tap, light post, drain, cart-track road and few open spaces
with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

e South: Few pakka and kutcha buildings ranging from 3m, 4m and 7m in height, Rashtala
playing ground, ATMs restaurant, hotel, variety store ,lodge, bar, electric post, hand-
pump/tap, light post, drain, concrete road and cart-track road and few open spaces with
vegetation growth are present in this direction.

e East: Bishnupur High School and school playground, well, cart-track road, electric post
and light post are present in this direction.

e West: Pakka and kutcha buildings mostly with ground floor ranging from 3m to 4m in
height, temple, electric post, hand- pump/tap, light post, drain, concrete road and cart-track
road and open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

Regulated Area

e North: Pukka and kutcha buildings ranging from 3m to 7m in height, temple, electric post,
light post, hand pump, drain, concrete road, cart-track road and open spaces with vegetation



growth are present in this direction.

North-East: K.G. Engineering Institute, cart-track road, water body, open spaces and
playgrounds with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

East: Bishnupur High School and School playground, concrete road (Tilbari Road) & cart-
track road, K.G. Engineering Institute Hostel playground, electric post and light post are
present in this direction.

South-East: K.G. Engineering Institute Hostel, Hotel Annapurna, pukka and kutcha
buildings ranging from 3m to 7m in height, temple, Bishnupur Tourist Lodge, concrete
road & cart-track road, electric post, light post, hand pump, drain, open spaces and
playgrounds with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

South: Pukka and kutcha buildings ranging from 3m to 7m in height, Bishnupur
Municipality building, Bishnupur swimming pool, SDPO office Bishnupur, temple hotel,
variety store, lodge, bar, electric post, hand-pump/tap, light post, drain, concrete road and
cart-track road, few open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction.
South-west: Pukka and kutcha buildings ranging from 3m to 7m in height, IDBI Bank, ice-
cream parlour, Lokenath Market, jewelry shop, variety store, electric post, hand- pump/tap,
light post, drain, concrete road and cart-track road, few open spaces with vegetation growth
are present in this direction.

West: Dense pukka and kutcha buildings ranging from 3m to 7m in height, Maa Kali
Temple, playground of Kali Temple, concrete road & cart-track road, electric post, light
post, hand pump, drain and open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this
direction.

North-west: Dense pukka and kutcha buildings ranging from 3m to 7m in height, temple,
water bodies/ponds, concrete road & cart-track road, electric post, light post, hand pump,
drain and open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

5.1.3 Description of green/open spaces:

Prohibited Area

North: Few open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

South: Rashtala Playground and open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this
direction.

East: Bishnupur High School playground and open spaces with vegetation growth are
present in this direction.

West: Few open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

Regulated Area

North: Pond/water bodies and open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this
direction.

South: Few open spaces with vegetation growth and dense low-rise residential building are
present in this direction.

East: Bishnupur High School Playground, K.G. Engineering Institute Hostel Playground
and open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

West: Playground of Kali Temple and open spaces with vegetation growth are present in
this direction.



5.1.4 Area covered under circulation- roads, footpaths etc.:

The monument is accessible by Rasa-Mancha Road (concrete road). Footpath and garden are
available inside the monument for visitors. The primary mode of transportation is
motorcycles, scooters, bicycles, cars, auto-rickshaws, etc.

5.1.5 Heights of buildings (Zone wise):

North-west: The maximum height is7m.
South: The maximum height is 7m.
East: The maximum height is 7m.

e \West: The maximum height is 7m.

5.1.6 State protected monuments and listed Heritage Buildings by local Authorities, if
available, within the Prohibited/Regulated Area:

No state protected monuments and listed heritage buildings by local authorities within the
Prohibited/Regulated Area.

5.1.7 Public amenities:

Concrete roads and cart-track roads, good connectivity with the main road, state and national
highway, ponds/water bodies and open spaces with sparse vegetation growth are present
within the Regulated Area of the monument.

Footpaths, garden, electricity supply, street lightning and sewerage are made available inside
the Protected Area of the monument for visitors. Parking is located outside the main gate of
the monument.

5.1.8 Access to monument:

The monument lies in the heart of Bishnupur, in Dalmadal Para and can be reached from SH 2
(2.9 km north of the monument) as well as from NH 14 (2.8 km south-west of the monument).
The monument is accessible by Rasa-Mancha Road (concrete road). The primary mode of
transportation is by motorcycles, scooters, bicycles, cars, jeeps, auto-rickshaws, buses, etc.

5.1.9 Infrastructure services (water supply, storm water drainage, sewage, solid waste
management, parking etc.):

No such infrastructure service are available in the Protected Area of the monument. However,
parking can be done outside the monument near the main gate.

5.1.10Proposed zoning of the area as per guidelines of the Local Bodies:

No development plan is available with the local authorities; hence no proposed zoning can be
identified for the given area.
Few guidelines are mentioned as per the:

e The West Bengal Municipal (Building) Rules,2007.

e The West Bengal Heritage Commission Act,2001.



CHAPTER VI

Architectural, historical and archaeological value of the monument.

6.0 Architectural, historical and archaeological value:

Architectural value:

Built on a laterite plinth, 1.5m in height, the monument is an impressive brick built square structure
24.5m long on each side rising to the height of 10.7m with a small shrine in the centre. It consists of
a square chamber, surrounded on each side by three galleries, with ten, eight and five arched
openings respectively and covered by a large truncated pyramidal roof. At the base of the pyramidal
roof, on every side there are four do-chalas and at the four corners char-chala roofed galleries. The
outer arches of the galleries are decorated with terracotta lotus motifs. On the eastern side there are
panels depicting dancers and musicians.

Historical value:

Among the group of temples at Bishnupur is a monument of great beauty with pyramidal roof and
square in shape which had a semi-religious nature. It is said to have been constructed by Bir Hambir
in circa 1600 C.E. and was patronized by the Malla rulers during whose time it was vibrant with
activity. Idols of various deities were brought and placed here from the nearby temples during the
festive season for public to view and worship. That practice is not in vogue now a days but the
monument enjoys its unique character not only in Bengal but in whole of India.

Archaeological value:

It is not on account of their age or their historical associations that these temples claim the interest
of archaeologists, but because they represent the most complete set of specimens of the unique
Bengali style of temple architecture. All these remains give an evidence of rich historical past of the
land and the people of the area.

6.1 Sensitivity of the monument (e.g. developmental pressure, urbanization, population Pressure,

etc.):

Many new construction activities have come up in the recent years near the monument, due to
an increase in the population of the town.

6.2 Visibility from the Protected Monument or Area and visibility from Regulated Area:

Visibility from all directions of Prohibited and Regulated Area to the monument- The
monument is visible to some extent from all directions of Prohibited and Regulated Area.

Visibility from the monument- clear blue sky, trees and low-rise buildings can be seen from the
monument.

6.3 Land-use to be identified:

No other archaeological heritage remains other than the protected monuments are present in the
vicinity of Rash-Mancha.



6.4 Archaeological heritage remains other than protected monument:

No other archaeological heritage remains, other than the protected monuments are present near
the monument.

6.5 Cultural landscapes:

Temples at Bishnupur, West Bengal is listed on the Tentative list of World Heritage Sites in
Cultural Heritage category.

6.6 Significant natural landscapes that form part of cultural landscape and also help in protecting
monuments from environmental pollution:

There is a garden in the Protected Area of the monument which forms a part of the natural

landscape of the monument. There is moderate level of noise and air pollution near the
monument.

6.7 Usage of open space and constructions:

The area near the monument is used mostly for residential, commercial and educational
purposes. Apart from this there are pond/water bodies, playgrounds and open spaces near the
monument.

6.8 Traditional, historical and cultural activities:

There are no such traditional, historical and cultural activities associated with the monument.
The Bishnupur mela, an annual fair, in the month of Poush of the Bengali calendar takes place
in Bishnupur. It celebrates the cultural richness of the region showcasing a glimpse of the
changes in the traditional Bengali culture over the passage of time. During the mela, the number
of tourists visiting the monument increases to about 200-300 visitors per day.

6.9 Skyline as visible from the monument and from Regulated Areas:

The outline of low-rise buildings (residential, educational and commercial), generally one or
two stories in height can be seen.

6.10 Traditional Architecture:

Most modern constructions have come up in the recent years, but, still few traditional Bengal
type rural huts with chala type roof and clay houses can be found, known as the traditional
lower Bengal style of architecture.

6.11 Developmental plan, as available, by the local authorities:

No development plan is available with the local authorities.



6.12 Building related parameters:

(a) Height of the construction on the site (including rooftop structures like mumty, parapet,
etc): The height of all buildings in the Regulated Area of the monument will be restricted to7m
(all inclusive)

(b) Floor area: FAR will be as per local building bye-laws.

(c) Usage:-As per local building bye-laws with no change in land-use.

(d) Facade design:-
e The fagade design should match the monument.
e French doors and large glass fagades along the front street or along staircase shafts will not
be permitted.

(e) Roof design:-

The following roof designs may be followed:

e Kutcha or houses thatched with straw in semi-round design (chala): traditional Bengali huts
portraying the chala roof. (The chala roof is semi-round pattern commonly known as ek-
chala, do-chala and char-chala, with curved edges and cornices meeting at a curved ridge).
Bamboo and straw may be used as the roofing material.

e Khapra or houses covered with clay tiled roofs or corrugated iron sheet.

e For pukka houses, the similar design of roof in modern material may be used restricted up to
7m in height (all inclusive).

(f) Building material: -
e Traditional materials may be used.

(g) Colour: -

The exterior colour must be of a neutral tone in harmony with the monuments.

6.13Visitor facilities and amenities:

Visitor facilities and amenities such as illumination, toilets, interpretation centre, cafeteria,
drinking water, souvenir shop, audio visual centre, ramp, wi-fi and braille should be available at
site.



CHAPTER VII

Site Specific Recommendations

7.1 Site Specific Recommendations:

a) Setbacks
e The front building edge shall strictly follow the existing street line. The minimum open
space requirements need to be achieved with setbacks or internal courtyards and terraces.
b) Projections
e No steps and plinths shall be permitted into the right of way at ground level beyond the
‘obstruction free’ path of the street. The streets shall be provided with the ‘obstruction
free’ path dimensions measuring from the present building edge line.

c) Signages

e LED or digital signs, plastic fiber glass or any other highly reflective synthetic material
may not be used for signage in the heritage area. Banners may not be permitted, but for
special events/fair etc. it may not be put up for more than three days. No advertisements in
the form of hoardings, bills within the heritage zone will be permitted.

e Signages should be placed in such a way that they do not block the view of any heritage
structure or monument and are oriented towards a pedestrian.

e Hawkers and vendors may not be allowed on the periphery of the monument.

7.2 Other recommendations

e Extensive public awareness programme may be conducted.

e Provisions for differently abled persons shall be provided as per prescribed standards.

e The area shall be declared as Plastic and Polythene free zone.

e National Disaster Management Guidelines for Cultural Heritage Sites and Precincts may be

(eight) meters,

c. Notwithstanding anything contained in clause (a) of sub-rule (2), the minimum distance
across the side open space from every new building to an existing building with a door or
window opening shall be 1.80 meters,

d. In the case of a building more than 24.00 meters in depth on a plot abutting any street, a
passage along the entire depth of the building shall be provided and the minimum width
of such passage shall be 4.0 meters.

Mobility with the Prohibited and Regulated Area — Road Surfacing, Pedestrian
Ways, non —motorised Transport etc.

The monument lies in the heart of Bishnupur and can be reached from SH 2 (2.9 km
north of the monument) as well as from NH 14 (2.8 km south-west of the monument).
The monument is accessible from the Rasa-Mancha Road (concrete road), which is
towards the west. The primary mode of transportation is by motorcycles, scooters,
bicycles, cars, jeeps, auto- rickshaws, buses, etc.

Streetscapes, Facades and New Construction.

There is no specific account made in the above said act and regulations regarding
facades. However for streetscape and new construction, the details are already stated in
the above paras.
