Draft Heritage Bye-Laws
CHAPTER |

PRELIMINARY

1.0 Short title, extent and commencements: -
(1) These bye-laws may be called the National Monument Authority Heritage bye-laws
2021 of Centrally Protected Monument Small gateway of Fort, Locality- Bishnupur,
District- Bankura, West Bengal.

(i)  They shall extend to the entire Prohibited and Regulated Area of the monuments.
(ili)  They shall come into force with effect from the date of their publication.

“ancient monument” means any structure, erection or monument, or any tumulus

(o) “protected monument” means any ancient monument which is declared to be of
national importance by or under this Act,

(p) “Regulated Area” means any area specified or declared to be a Regulated Area
under section 20B,

(a) “re-construction” means any erection of a structure or building to its pre-existing
structure, having the same horizontal and vertical limits,

(N “repair and renovation” means alterations to a pre-existing structure or building,
but shall not include construction or re-construction,

(2) The words and expressions used herein and not defined shall have the same meaning
as assigned in the Act.
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CHAPTER I

Background of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological sites and remains
(AMASR) Act, 1958

2.0 Background of the Act: The Heritage Bye-Laws are intended to guide physical, social and
economic interventions within 300m in all directions of the Centrally Protected Monuments.
The 300m area has been divided into two parts (i) the Prohibited Area, the area beginning at
the limit of the Protected Area or the Protected Monument and extending to a distance of one
hundred m in all directions and (ii) the Regulated Area, the area beginning at the limit of the
Prohibited Area and extending to a distance of two hundred m in all directions.

As per the provisions of the Act, no person shall undertake any construction or mining
operation in the Protected Area and Prohibited Area while permission for repair and
renovation of any building or structure, which existed in the Prohibited Area before 16 June,
1992, or which had been subsequently constructed with the approval of DG, ASI and,
permission for construction, re-construction, repair or renovation of any building or structure
in the Regulated Area, must be sought from the Competent Authority.

2.1 Provision of the Act related to Heritage Bye-laws: The AMASR Act, 1958, Section 20E
and Ancient Monument and Archaeological Sites and Remains (Framing of Heritage Bye-
Laws and other function of the Competent Authority) Rules 2011, Rule 22, specifies framing
of Heritage Bye-Laws for Centrally Protected Monuments. The Rule provides parameters for
the preparation of Heritage Bye-Laws. The National Monuments Authority (Conditions of
Service of Chairman and Members of Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011, Rule
18 specifies the process of approval of Heritage Bye-laws by the Authority.

2.2 Rights and Responsibilities of Applicant: The AMASR Act, Section 20C, 1958, specifies
details of application for repair and renovation in the Prohibited Area, or construction or re-
construction or repair or renovation in the Regulated Area as described below:

(@) Any person, who owns any building or structure, which existed in a Prohibited Area
before 16™ June, 1992, or, which had been subsequently constructed with the approval
of the Director-General and desires to carry out any repair or renovation of such
building or structure, may make an application to the Competent Authority for
carrying out such repair and renovation as the case may be.

(b) Any person, who owns or possesses any building or structure or land in any Regulated
Area, and desires to carry out any construction or re-construction or repair or
renovation of such building or structure on such land, as the case may be, make an
application to the Competent Authority for carrying out construction or re-construction
or repair or renovation as the case may be.

(c) It is the responsibility of the applicant to submit all relevant information and abide by
the National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman and Members
of the Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011.

km, south), as well as from SH 2 (1.8 km, north).

e BishnupurBus Stand and Bishnupur Junction Railway Station are at a distance of 2.2 km and 4.4
km respectively to the south-west of the monument.

e Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose International Airport, Dum Dum, Kolkata is the nearest airport at a
distance of about 137 km to the east of the monument.

3.1 Protected boundary of the Monument:

The protected boundary of the Centrally Protected Monument-Small gateway of Fort,
Locality- Bishnupur, District- Bankura, West Bengal may be seen at Annexure 1.
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3.1.1 Notification Map/ Plan as per ASI records:

This monument was protected in 1914 vide notification no. 124, dated 10 January,
1914, by the name of- Small gateway of Fort, Locality- Bishnupur, District- Bankura,
West Bengal.

3.2 History of the Monument:

This gateway is situated in Bishnupur Town at Bankura District of West Bengal. This
gateway is believed to have been built sometime during the 17" century CE.

3.3 Description ofMonument (architectural features, elements, materials etc.):
The small gateway of Fort is made of laterite and is approximately 3.8 m wide.It was an
archway extended from south to north with heavy battlemented parapet on the east and
west. There is a staircase on one side of the pathway which was earlier used to reach the

top. The uniqueness of this staircase is that it is above human height and can be reached
only using a ladder.

3.4 CURRENT STATUS:

The monument is in a good state of preservation.

5.1 Analysis of surveyed data:
5.1.1 Prohibited Area and Regulated Area in sg m and their salient features:

e Protected area (approx.): 80.93 sqg.m. (0.02 acres)
e Prohibited Area (approx.): 34843.46 sq.m. (8.61 acres)
e Regulated Area (approx.): 258311.07 sq.m. (63.83 acres)

Salient Features:

The monument lies to the east of Bishnupur surrounded by moat/water bodies and
open spaces to the north-west, north, north east and west, and by dense low rise
residential and commercial construction on all sides of the Regulated Area. Various
Centrally Protected Monuments can lie in its vicinity.

5.1.2 Description of built up area:
Prohibited Area:

e North: Residential buildings Ground to Ground+2, institutional buildings,
Stone chariot (Centrally Protected Monument), Rajbari road, earthen
road,electric pole, transformer, hand pump, water body andopen spaces with
vegetation growth are present in this direction.

e South: Residential buildings ranging from Ground to Ground+3,Gate of old
Fort(Centrally Protected Monument), Rajbari Road,earthen
roadtransformer,electric pole,water body andopen spaces with vegetation
growth are present in this direction.

e East: No construction activity can be seen, earthen road,transformer,electric
pole,vacant land and vast open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this
direction.

o West: Water body, earthen road, electric pole and open spaces with vegetation
growth are present in this direction.

e North-West: School,low-rise residential buildings, metalled road, electric pole
and open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction.
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Regulated Area:

North: Residential buildings ranging from 3m to 14.44 m in height, commercial
buildings, temple, JD mall (shopping complex), well,Bishnupur Arambagh
Road,hand pump, earthen road, electric pole, light pole,communication tower
andopen spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction. This area is
used mainly for residential and commercial purposes.

North-East: Residential buildings ranging from 3 m to 11.18 m in height,
miscellaneous activities,commercial activities, public and semi-public use
buildings, temples, Rajdarbar road,earthen road, water body, electric pole,light
post, transformer andopen spaces with vegetation growth are present in this
direction.

South: Lalji temple (Centrally Protected Monument), Radha Shyam Temple
(Centrally Protected Monument), Gar Darja Park, residential buildings ranging
from 3 m to 10.18 m in height, ruined temples,Rajbari, Hawa Mahal, Bhairab
Temple,cafeteria, public toilet, New Rajbari lane,Rajbari road,earthen road,
electric pole, well, communication tower and open spaces with vegetation
growth are present in this direction. This area is used for residential, recreational
and religious purposes.

South-West: Residential buildings ranging from 3 m to 8 m in height,
Bishnupur fort, Bhairab temple, ruineddeul temple, cafeteria, T-shirt factory,
New Rajbari lane,earthen road, water body, transformer, electric pole, light post
and open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

East: Structures ranging from 3 m to 11.18 m in height, National club football
ground,moat/water body,Rajbari Road,earthen road, electric tower,hand pump
and vast open spaces with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

West:Buildings and structures ranging from 3 m to 17.67 m in
height,commercial activities, shops,Deobanti Kali temple, Deobanti
Shyamsundar Temple, Deobanti Hrishikesh Temple, homeo clinic,earthen road,
metalled road,New Rajbari lane, water body, well,electric pole and open spaces
with vegetation growth are present in this direction.

North-west: Residential buildings ranging from 3 m to 11.17 m in height,
commercial activities, shops, hardware store, variety store, temples, hand pump,
well, communication tower and few open spaces with vegetation growth are
present in this direction. This area is used mainly for residential and commercial
purposes.

5.1.3 Description of green/open spaces:

Prohibited Area:

North: Moat/water body andvast open spaces with vegetation growthare present
in this direction.

South: Moat/water body andopen spaces with vegetation growthare present in
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this direction.

East: Vast open spaces with vegetation growthare present in this direction.
West: Moat/ water body andvastopen spaces with vegetation growth are present
in this direction.

Regulated Area:

North: Pond/water body andvery few open spaces with vegetation growthare
present in this direction.

South: BishnupurFort,Gar Darja new park,Lalji Park,pond/water body andopen
spaces with vegetation growthare present in this direction.

East: National club football ground, pond/water body and vast open spaces with
vegetation growthare present in this direction.

West: Pond/water body andfewopen spaces with vegetation growthare present
in this direction.

5.1.4 Area covered under circulation — roads, footpaths, etc.:

Both Prohibited and Regulated limits of the monument, numerous earthen and
metalled roadsare present providing connectivity in the surrounding area.

5.1.5 Heights of buildings (Zone wise):

North: The maximum height is14.44 m.
North-east: The maximum height is 11.18 m.
North-west: The maximum height is 11.17 m.
South: The maximum height is 10.18m.

East: The maximum height is 11.18m.

West: The maximum height is 17.67m.

5.1.6 State protected monuments and listed heritage buildings by local authorities if
available within Prohibited/Regulated Area.:

No state protected monuments and listed heritage buildings by local authorities are
present within Prohibited/Regulated Area. However, Bishnupur Fort, a heritage
structure is located to the south-west of the monument which is neither Centrally
Protected nor State Protected.

5.1.7 Public amenities:

Public amenities like cafeteria, public toilet are present few meters away from the
monument to the south.

5.1.8 Access to the monument:

The monument is accessible from east-west by a metalled road.
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5.1. 9 Infrastructure services (water supply, storm water drainage, sewage, solid waste
management, parking etc.):

No such infrastructure services like water supply, storm water drainage, sewage,
and solid waste management are available in the protected area of the monument.

CHAPTER VI

Architectural, historical and archaeological value of the monument.

6.0 Architectural, historical and archaeological value of the monument:

This gateway is situated in Bishnupur Town at Bankura District of West Bengal. This gateway
is believed to have been built sometime during the 17" century CE.

The small gateway of Fort is made of laterite and is approximately 3.8 m wide. It was an
archway extended from south to north with heavy battlemented parapet on the east and west.
There is a staircase on one side of the pathway which was earlier used to reach the top. The
uniqueness of this staircase is that it is above human height and can be reached only using a
ladder

6.1 Sensitivity of the monument (e.g. developmental pressure, urbanization, population
pressure, etc.):

Many new construction activities have come up in the recent years near the monument, due
to an increase in the population of the town. The constructions in the surrounding areas are
in the form of low rise residential buildings.

6.2 Visibility from the protected monument or area and visibility from Regulated Area:

Visibility from all directions of Prohibited and Regulated Area to the monument-

The monument ispartly visible from all directions of Prohibited and Regulated Area.
Visibility from the monument-

Vast vacant ground with vegetation growth and water body can be seen towards the north,
east and west of the monument. Low-rise residential buildings can also be seen.
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6.3 Land use to be identified:

The area near the monument is mostly used for residential, commercial, religious and
recreational purposes.

6.4 Archaeological heritage remains other than protected monument:

Bishnupur Fort, a heritage structure, is located to the south-west of the monument, which is
neither Centrally Protected nor State Protected.

6.5 Cultural landscapes:

Bishnupur Group of Monuments is on the Tentative list of World Heritage of UNESCO.

6.6 Significant natural landscapes that forms part of cultural landscape and also helps in
protecting the monument from environmental pollution:

The trees and vegetation growth near the monument protects the monument from the
environmental pollution.

6.7 Usage of open space and constructions:
The area near the monument is mostly used for residential and commercial purposes. Apart
from this there are vast fields with vegetation growth with many small pond/water bodies.
To the south can be seen few temples and a fort.

6.8 Traditional, historical and cultural activities:

No traditional, historical and cultural activities are associated with the monument.

6.9 Skyline as visible from the monument and from Regulated Areas:
Low-rise residential buildings with open space and vegetation growth can be seen.

6.10 Traditional architecture:
Many modern constructions have come up in the recent years, but, still few traditional
Bengal type rural huts with chala type roof and clay houses can be found, known as the
traditional lower Bengal style of architecture.

6.11 Development plan as available by the local authorities:

No development plan is available with the local authorities.
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6.12 Building related parameters:

(a) Height of the construction on the site (including rooftop structures like mumty,
parapet, etc.):The height of all buildings in the Regulated Area of the monument will
be restricted to 7.0 m. (all inclusive).

(b) Floor area: FAR will be as per local bye-laws.

(c) Usage: As per local building bye-laws with no change in land-use.
(d) Facade design: Facade should be matching with the ambience of monument.

(e) Roof Design:

The following roof designs may be followed:

e Kutcha or houses thatched with straw in semi-round design (chala): traditional
Bengali huts portraying the chala roof. (The chala roof is semi-round pattern
commonly known as ek-chala, do-chala and char-chala, with curved edges and
cornices meeting at a curved ridge). Bamboo and straw may be used as the roofing
material.

e Khaparaa or houses covered with clay tiled roofs or corrugated iron sheet.

e For pukka houses, the similar design of roof in modern material may be used
restricted up to 7m in height (all inclusive).

(f) Building material:
Traditional building material may be used.

(9) Color:
Neutral colors matching with the monument may be used.

6.13 Visitor facilities and amenities:
Visitor facilities and amenities such as illumination, light and sound show, toilets,
interpretation centre, cafeteria, drinking water, souvenir shop, audio visual centre, ramp,
wi-fi and braille should be available at site.

CHAPTER VII

Site Specific Recommendations

7.1 Site Specific Recommendations:

a) Setbacks
e The front building edge shall strictly follow the existing street line. The minimum
open space requirements need to be achieved with setbacks or internal courtyards
and terraces.
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b) Projections
e No steps and plinths shall be permitted into the right of way at ground level
beyond the ‘obstruction free’ path of the street. The streets shall be provided with
the ‘obstruction free’ path dimensions measuring from the present building edge
line.
c) Signages
e LED or digital signs, plastic fiber glass or any other highly reflective synthetic
material may not be used for signage in the heritage area. Banners may not be
permitted, but for special events/fair etc. it may not be put up for more than three
days. No advertisements in the form of hoardings, bills within the heritage zone
will be permitted.
e Signages should be placed in such a way that they do not block the view of any
heritage structure or monument and are oriented towards a pedestrian.
e Hawkers and vendors may not be allowed on the periphery of the monument.

7.2 Other recommendations:

Extensive public awareness programme may be conducted.

Provisions for differently able persons shall be provided as per prescribed standards.
The area shall be declared as Plastic and Polythene free zone.

Although there are no specific guidelines framed in the state acts/rules/heritage bye-laws/master
plan/city development plan, etc., nevertheless provisions are made regarding the heritage in the
following acts/rules:
I.  The guidelines for the constructions of the buildings and other related topic are specified in
the West Bengal Municipal (Building) Rules, 2007 (the details are given below in para
3.2.1.&3.23).
ii.  InWest Bengal Heritage Commission Act, 2001 of the West Bengal Act IX of 2001,a
provision is made for the establishment of a Heritage Commission in the State of West
Bengal for the purpose of identifying heritage buildings, monuments, precincts and sites
and for measures for their restoration and preservation. It extends to the whole of West
Bengal. In chapter Il of this act-it is clearly mentioned to establish a Commission by the
name of the West Bengal Heritage Commission.

1. Permissible Ground Coverage, FAR/FSI and Heights with the Regulated Area for new
construction, Set Backs
The general rules of construction shall be applicable as per theWest Bengal Municipal
(Building) Rules, 2007.

As per part Il (A), section 9 of the West Bengal Municipal (Building) Rules, 2007: Sub-

division of plots in areas other than municipalities in hill areas.

The additional ground coverage of 15% will be exclusively utilized
for car parking, ramps, staircase, lift for upper level car parking and for building services
such as Air Conditioned plant room, generator room, fire fighting equipments, electrical
equipments not exceeding 5% out of such 15% shall be used, subject to compliance of
other relevant building rules.

No specific guidelines are made in the above said act and regulations regarding mobility
within the Prohibited and Regulated Area- roads facing, pedestrian ways, non-motorised
transport, etc. However for road widths and means of access, the details are already stated in
the above paras (sub- section 3.2.1. and 3.2).

5. Streetscapes, facades and new construction:

There is no specific account made in the above said act and regulations regarding facades.
