the Centrally Protected Monument Amjad Ali Shah’s Mausoleum at Hazratganj,
Lucknow, prepared by the Competent Authority in consultation with the Indian National
Trust for Art and Culture, were published on 29.11.2018 as required by Rule 18, sub-rule
(2) of the National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman and
Members of Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011, for inviting objections or
suggestions from the public;

The objections/ suggestions received before the specified date have duly been
considered by the National Monuments Authority in consultation with the Competent
Authority.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (5) of the section 20
(E) of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1958 the
National Monuments Authority, hereby make the following bye-laws namely:-

Heritage Bye-Laws
CHAPTER |

PRELIMINARY

1.0 Short title, extent and commencements: -

0] These bye-laws may be called the National Monuments Authority
Heritage bye-laws of Centrally Protected Monument Amjad Ali Shah’s
Mausoleum at Hazratganj, Lucknow, Bye-laws 2018.

CHAPTER 11

Background of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological sites and remains
(AMASR) Act, 1958

2. Background of the Act:-The Heritage Bye-Laws are intended to guide physical, social
and economic interventions within 300m in all directions of the Centrally Protected
Monuments. The 300m area has been divided into two parts (i) the Prohibited Area, the
area beginning at the limit of the Protected Area or the Protected Monument and
extending to a distance of one hundred meters in all directions and (ii) the Regulated
Area, the area beginning at the limit of the Prohibited Area and extending to a distance
of two hundred meters in all directions.

As per the provisions of the Act, no person shall undertake any construction or mining
operation in the Protected Area and Prohibited Area while permission for repair and
renovation of any building or structure, which existed in the Prohibited Area before 16
June, 1992, or which had been subsequently constructed with the approval of DG, ASI
and; permission for construction, re-construction, repair or renovation of any building
or structure in the Regulated Area, must be sought from the Competent Authority.

2.1 Provision of the Act related to Heritage Bye-laws: The AMASR Act, 1958, Section
20E and Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains (Framing of
Heritage Bye-Laws and other function of the Competent Authority) Rules 2011, Rule
22, specifies framing of Heritage Bye-Laws for Centrally Protected Monuments. The
Rule provides parameters for the preparation of Heritage Bye-Laws. The National
Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of Chairman and Members of Authority
and Conduct of Business) Rules, 2011, Rule 18 specifies the process of approval of
Heritage Bye-laws by the Authority.
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2.2 Rights and Responsibilities of Applicant: The AMASR Act, Section 20C, 1958,
specifies details of application for repair and renovation in the Prohibited Area, or
construction or re-construction or repair or renovation in the Regulated Area as
described below:

@ Any person, who owns any building or structure, which existed in a Prohibited
Area before 16™ June, 1992, or, which had been subsequently constructed with
the approval of the Director-General and desires to carry out any repair or
renovation of such building or structure, may make an application to the
Competent Authority for carrying out such repair and renovation as the case
may be.

(b) Any person, who owns or possesses any building or structure or land in any
Regulated Area, and desires to carry out any construction or re-construction or
repair or renovation of such building or structure on such land, as the case may
be, make an application to the Competent Authority for carrying out
construction or re-construction or repair or renovation as the case may be.

(c) It is the responsibility of the applicant to submit all relevant information and
abide by the National Monuments Authority (Conditions of Service of
Chairman and Members of the Authority and Conduct of Business) Rules,
2011.

CHAPTER 11

Location and Setting of Centrally Protected Monument of Amjad Ali Shah’s

3. Location and setting of the monument:-

(1) The monument is centrally located in the heart of the city of Lucknow in the western part
of Hazratganj which is 5 km north of Charbagh Railway Station, 0.5 Km north of
Kaisarbagh Bus station and approximately 15 km from the airport and lies at 26° 51’
00.81”N; 88° 56° 18.06” E GPS Coordinates and 120.849m above sea level.

3.2 History of the Monument:

Amjad Ali Shah was the fourth king of Awadh and ruled from 1842 to 18... The
construction of the Imambara was started by him in the year 1847 and completed after his
death by his son Nawab Wajid Ali Shah. The Mausoleum is also known as Imambara of
Sibtainabad after the two Shia Imams Hasan and Hussain (grandsons of the Prophet) who
are known collectively as Sibtain.

In 1858, the boundaries of the monument were ruined by the British army, while they were
marching towards Qaiserbagh to assail Begum Hazrat Mahal and her supporters. The
monument was converted into a church after the mutiny and used as such till 1860 until the
completion of Christ Church. The Mausoleum was protected by Archaeological Survey of
India in 1919. The monument was encroached by various illegal occupants. Many
encroachments have been removed in recent years and the process of conservation is yet in
process.

Amjad Ali Shah’s Mausoleum and Imambara are built in famous area of Lucknow, called
Hazratganj. The area of Hazratganj was initially identified by the first nawab of Lucknow,
Nawab Saadat Ali Khan in the year 1810 to be developed as the city hub. He started creating
European style kothis falling between the present DM’s residence (Kothi Noor Baksh) to
Raj Bhawan (Hayat Baksh). Various other kothis came up gradually. After the mutiny in
1857, Hazratganj was modeled after London’s Queen Street by the British and it is till date
one of the most thriving parts of the city.

3.3 Description of monument (architectural features, elements, materials etc.):

(1) The mausoleum can be approached through two imposing gateways and is also known as
Chhota Imambara. The single-storied building is rectangular in plan with a flat roof
encircled by an ornamental parapet and the interiors of the structure were extravagantly
furnished with utmost splendor. The mausoleum was spoiled during the war of 1857. The
mausoleum’s arcaded walls and ceiling are decorated with floral and geometrical designs
in coloured stucco.

(2) A trapdoor in the floor of the Central Chamber leads down to the vault where the King's
body lies and after re-occupation of Oudh by the British, the Magbara was used as a place
of divine worship by members of the Church of England until the completion of Christ
Church in 1860.

(3) An open courtyard in front of the main mausoleum is an integral part of the Centrally

Protected Monument and it is built with lakhori bricks in lime mortar, lime plastered and
decorated with fine plaster mouldings and the Imambara stands on a platform approached
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by two flights of steps and it consists of a Central Hall and two other halls on either sides
along with a raised platform (Shah-n-sheen) for housing tazias and other objects used for
performing rituals.

3.4 CURRENT STATUS

3.4.1 Condition of the Monument: The monument is in good state of preservation except for
some minor repair work required on the terrace of the mosque and underpinning required
in the fagade of the monument. Recent photographs of monument and its surroundings
may be seen at Annexure I11.

3.4.2 Daily footfalls and occasional gathering numbers: It is a non-ticketed monument with a
mosque inside it and approximately, 100 people per day visit the monument including
devotees who come to offer prayers and the number of visitors increases from 500 to 1000
per day during the occasions of Moharram and Majlis.

CHAPTER IV
Existing zoning, if any, in the local area development plans

4. Existing zoning:-

(1) The general rules of construction and development for Lucknow have been defined under
the “Uttar Pradesh Urban Planning and Development Act-1973” and the
Amendments under the - “Development Authority Building Construction and
Development sub method-2008, 2011 and 2016™.

(2) The Lucknow Municipal Corporation has divided the city into 6-zones as per the
Lucknow Master Plan 2021-31 and the Monument “Amjad Ali Shah’s Mausoleum at
Hazrat Ganj” lies in Zone-1. The Lucknow Master Plan has no special clause for heritage.

4.1 The existing guidelines of the local bodies of Uttar Pradesh Urban Planning and

Development Act-1973 may be seen at “Annexure — I\V”.

5.1 Analysis of surveyed data:

5.1.1 Protected area, prohibited area and regulated area in square meters and their
salient features
Protected Area: 5.58 Acres (22581.46 Sqm)
Prohibited Area: 24.62 Acres (97909.64 Sgm)
Regulated Area: 94.23 Acres (379489.91 Sgm)

Salient Feature:
(@) The monument is surrounded by hotels, banks, other commercial buildings,
residential buildings etc.
(b) The height of the entrance gate to Amjad Ali Shah’s Mausoleum is approximately
13.25m and the height of Ajmad Ali Shah Mausoleum is approximately 16m.
(c) Hazratganj Market, Darul Shafa, Old Methodist Church in Lal Bagh and Epiphany
church are other cultural resources present in the Regulated Area of the monument.

Prohibited Area

North: Hotels, banks and commercial buildings such as shops, boutique etc lie in this
direction. Halwasiya Court is also in the north of the monument and Mahatma Gandhi Road
runs from east to north direction and it passes through north of the monument.

South: The Lala Bagh Chouraha is a major junction in this direction which has various
commercial buildings like Cinema Halls, Shops etc. and the southern area of the monument
is known as Lal Bagh.

East: The Nawal Kishore Halwasiya Road and Mahatma Gandhi Road make a junction in
the east direction. Commercial buildings, Police station, Bhopal House are located in the
South- East direction of the monument.

West: The Capper Road and Valmiki Road make a junction in the west direction of the
monument which connects with the Lala Bagh Chouraha. The Fire Station, Hazratganj
Kotwali and various other commercial buildings are located in the north-west direction and
the area towards the west of the monument is known as Kaisarbagh Office Colony.

South-west: In this direction of the monument lie, apartments, plotted residences and a
cinema hall are situated.
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Regulated Area

North-east: In this direction lies, Halwasiya Market, Post Office (CPMG), UP Hindu
Sansthan, BSNL Office, Schools, Colleges, Religious Buildings, Banks etc.

South: Towards the south of the monument exists, Commercial areas and Jhande Wala Park
and in the South —West direction Dhayanidhan underground parking, residences, a part of
Noor Manzil, Mano Chikitsa Kendra, etc. are located.

East: In this direction lies, Computer Market, Nagar Nigam office, ICICI Bank, Part of
Bhopal House, Schools and Hazratganj Market.

West: The Residency Ganj Trade Center, apartments, Banks, Officer’s Colony, Lucknow
Intermediate College lie in the west direction whereas, in the North-West direction lies
Epiphany Church, DM Bungalow, Officer’s Colony Residential Area, Apartments, Noor
Manzil, Chikitsa Kendra etc.

Basement: Buildings in Hazratganj Market towards the east direction have single basements;
Dhyanidhan underground parking is located in the south direction and Residency Ganj Trade
Center in the west direction.

5.1.2 Description of built up area

East: Towards the east of the monument, there are public and commercial buildings, both in
the Regulated and the Prohibited Area of the monument.

West: Commercial buildings, public buildings and residential buildings lie in both the
Prohibited and the Regulated Area of the monument.

North: Government buildings and Residential buildings exist in the Prohibited and the
Regulated Area towards the north of the monument.

South: Commercial buildings lie in the Prohibited Area of the monument towards the south
of the monument whereas mostly residential buildings exist in the Regulated Area of the
monument in this direction.

5.1.3 Description of green/open spaces

North of the Protected Area of tomb:

The surrounding area of the Tomb is covered with trees and a big park with vehicular parking
is located in front of the commercial buildings. Other small open spaces and gardens lie in
front of the Chief Post Office, north of the Prohibited Area.

South of the Prohibited Area:

A sizeable open space is located near Balaji Construction Company and also a Motor Garage
has some open space behind the Amjad Ali Shah’s Mausoleum.
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North of the Regulated Area:

Institutional open spaces, open land near the State Bank of India, administrative office
campus are in this direction. Assembly ground is situated in Cathedral Senior Secondary
School.

East direction:
In the east direction, there are open spaces for parking and a park in the Nagar Nigam
Campus.

Dhayanidhan underground parking is located between Dhayanidhan road and Dr. Sauza Road
in the south direction, ground surface of the parking is covered with greenery and another
underground parking is located on Trilokinath road in the south-east direction and in the
same direction some vacant plots also exist which are meant for the upcoming residential and
commercial projects.

The site of the District Magistrate’s Bungalow and officer’s colony has large open spaces
which are located between Mahatma Gandhi Road and Capper Road and open parking is also
located on the periphery of the Jila Sahkari Office in the Regulated Area. The open parking
of Uttar Pradesh Cooperative Bank lies partly in the Regulated Area and partly in the
Prohibited Area, towards west of the Magbara.

5.1.4 Area covered under circulation- roads, footpaths etc.

(a) The Magbara Road runs around the premises of Amjad Ali Shah’s Tomb; it connects
to the Gate of the Tomb in north direction of the Monument and further connects to
Mahatma Gandhi Road. This road lies in the protected boundaries of the monument.

(b) The Lal Bagh Chouraha lies south of the Monument which divides into five roads
namely Dr. Sauza Road, Dhayanidhan Park Road, Capper Road, Trilokinath Road and
Naval Kishore Halwasiya Road.

(c) The Sauza Road and Dhayanidhan Road are located towards the south in the
Prohibited and Regulated Area of monument.

(d) The Mahatma Gandhi Road runs from south-east to north-west direction, it lies in both
Prohibited and Regulated Area.

(e) The Trilokinath Road and Capper Road are also both in the Prohibited and the
Regulated Area of the monument.

5.1.5 Height of buildings (Zone wise)

(a) Up to 100m from the Prohibited limit:
East: Maximum height is 25m.
West: Maximum height is 22m.
North: Maximum height is 28m.
South: Maximum height is 28m.
(b) 100m to 200m from the Prohibited limit:

East: Maximum height is 22m.
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West: Maximum height is 22m.
North: Maximum height is 22m.
South: Maximum height is 22m.

5.1.6 State protected monument and listed Heritage Building by local authorities, if
available, within the Prohibited/Regulated Area: There is no state protected
monument near the Amjad Ali Shah’s Mausoleum.

5.1.7 Public amenities: Facilities such as drinking water, dustbin, signages, seating
arrangements, and approach pathways are available at the site.

5.1.8 Access to monument: The monument is directly accessed through a metalled road and
pathways are provided for pedestrian movement inside the monument.
5.1.9 Infrastructure services (water supply, storm water drainage, sewage, solid waste

management, parking etc.): Water Supply is available at site.

5.1.10 Proposed zoning of the area as per guidelines of the Local Bodies: The Monument is
placed in Zone I, in the City Development Plan.

CHAPTER VI
Architectural, historical and archaeological value of the monument.

6. Historical and archaeological value

(1) The mausoleum of Amjad Ali Shah has great historical value as it was commenced by
Amjad Ali Shah and completed by his son Wajid Ali Shah when he ascended the
throne in 1847. The King Amjad Ali Shah built it for holding majlis and mourning the
martyrdom of Imam Hussain and named it as Imambara Sibtainabad.

(2) The mosque attached to the magbara has an important historical event associated with
it as King Wajid Ali Shah invited Maulvi Amir Ali to stay in this mosque for holding a
dialogue to resolve the dispute of Hanuman Garhi at Ayodhya.

(3) The Imambara structure was later referred to as magbara for bearing the mortal

remains of King Amjad Ali Shah. It also accommodates graves of one of his
grandsons, Mirza Javed Ali and Najm-un-Nissan Begum, queen of Wajid Ali Shah.
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6.1 Sensitivity of the monument (e.g. developmental pressure, urbanization, population
Pressure, etc.): The monument is surrounded by densely populated residential area,
commercial buildings and office buildings. The Regulated Area is vulnerable towards
development and other related activities

6.2 Visibility from the Protected Monument or Area and visibility from Regulated Area: It
is located in a densely populated area in the centre of the Lucknow city and is hardly visible
from the main road despite its entrance gate being located on the main road. The authenticity
of the setting of the monument, as well as the visual integrity of the monument has adversely
been impacted by development work around the monument.

6.3 Land- use to be identified: The Prohibited and Regulated Areas have residential buildings,
offices, commercial buildings and other public utility structures. Only similar land uses
should be allowed in the future in the Regulated Area of the monument.

6.4 Archaeological heritage remains other than protected monument (s): No archaeological
remains have been identified, so far, in the Prohibited and the Regulated Areas.

6.5 Cultural landscapes: The monument is located in Hazratganj which is a thriving city hub.
The area continues to be a flourishing part of the city and constitutes an integral part of the
cultural landscape around the monument.

6.6 Significant natural landscapes that form part of cultural landscape and also help in
protecting monument from environmental pollution: The monument is surrounded by
modern constructions; therefore, presently no significant natural landscape exists.

6.7 Usage of open space and constructions: The open spaces are being utilized for visitor
parking, cafeteria and garden.

6.8 Traditional, historical and cultural activities: No traditional, historical or cultural
activities are seen in the surroundings of the monument.

6.9 Skyline as visible from the monument and from Regulated Areas: The monument being
located in a densely populated area does not have a strong visual presence.

6.10 Vernacular Architecture: No prevalent features of any form of vernacular architecture are
seen in the surroundings of the monument.

6.12 Building related parameters:

(a) Height of the construction on the site (inclusive all): The heights of all structures of any
kind in the Regulated Area of the monument will be restricted to 18m.

(b) Floor area: - According to the plot size and the permissible Floor Area Ratio.

(c) Usage:- Construction may be allowed for residential, commercial purpose, institutional
building and mixed use with shops on ground floor and residential in the upper floors.

(d) Fagade design:- The facade design of new construction must be minimalistic in nature, so
that, is does not overpower the monument and no tile cladding or use of Aluco bond panels
on the exterior facade is permitted. Plumbing and electrical services shall not be on the
exterior of the building and use of glazing should be avoided.

(e) Roof design:-The flat roof design to be followed

(f) Building material: - The modern building material may be used for construction. However,
masonry and stone finishes to be used for fagade.

(9) Colour: - The exterior colour shall be of a neutral tone used in harmony with the monument

such as buff sandstone colour, beige and other earth colours.

6.13 Visitor facilities and amenities: The facilities like visitor parking, cafeteria, garden,
pathways, toilet block, water facility and signage have been provided at the site.

EXISTING GUIDELINES OF THE LOCAL BODIES OF UTTAR PRADESH URBAN
PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT ACT-1973.

1. Permissible Ground Coverage, FAR/FSI and heights with the Regulated Area for new
construction, Set Backs.

The General rules of construction shall be applicable for all development schemes as per
development clause 1.1.2 against Development authority building construction and
development sub method-2008 that is mentioned in clause 1.1.1 of Uttar Pradesh
Development plan, 2008.

Under the Land-use plan, construction of maximum three floors will be permissible in
residential buildings where maximum permissible height is 12.5 meters with the stilt and 10.5
meters without stilt. Set-back will be as follows:-

Provision for Historical Buildings in these zones and other state protected buildings are

For construction of buildings in architectural controlled areas along the main roads or near
the historical buildings, approval from the architectural departments is required.

(a) No construction will be allowed upto the distance of 50 meters from the premises of
the monument/Heritage building.

(b) Only single storey residential buildings (maximum height 3.8 meters) are allowed
from the distance of 50 meters upto the distance of 150 meters from the premises of
the monument.

(c) Maximum permissible height of 7.6 meters is allowed from the distance of 150
meters to 250 meters from the monument premises.

(d) The relevant provisions of the Government of India will be applicable on ASI

protected sites/ monuments while the above mentioned provision will be applicable
on other protected monuments (which are not protected by ASI)

3. Open spaces

Open spaced standards mentioned as per Uttar Pradesh Development Plan-2008 and
2011

(a) Residential land-use: 15 percent of layout plan is to be left as open space as Tot-Lots,
parks and play grounds.

(b) Non Residential land-use: 10 percent of layout plan is to be left as open space as Tot-
Lots, parks and play grounds.
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(c) Landscape Plan:

I.  The trees will be planted at distance of 10m on one side along the road when the
road width is 9m or less than 12m.

Il.  The trees will be planted on both sides along the road when the road width is
more than 12m.

I1l.  The area of the road left after divider, footpath etc. will be used to plant trees.

(d) In commercial planning, 20 percent of open space will be reserved for greenery and 50
trees will be planted per hectare.

(e) Inthe areas like institutional area, 20 percent of open area is reserved for greenery where
25 trees are planted per hectare

Note: -

e All the above clauses are mentioned in (Uttar Pradesh Development Authority
Building Construction and Development sub method-2008) under the Uttar
Pradesh Municipal planning and Development Act -1973.

e The open spaces left around the building, setbacks, shall be as per the Lucknow
Master Plan/Zonal Plan of Uttar Pradesh.

Present condition of open spaces in Lucknow

Lucknow is considered as a historical city of orchards but now it is converted into a
concrete jungle. Lack of open areas has given rise to pollution. Also, the lack of water
has become a serious problem in the urban areas.

4. Mobility with the Prohibited and Regulated Area — road surfacing pedestrian ways, non
— motorised Transport etc. ----

Lucknow is known as a Heritage city, in which maximum monuments lie in the densely
populated areas. The road network and public transportation system has not kept pace with the
growth of the city. There has been a drastic rise in the number of vehicles which has led to
heavy congestion in the existing road network, resulting in severe parking problems. The
Prohibited Area and the Regulated Area of the Monument is also very congested.

The mode of mobility is mostly by 2 wheelers, 3 wheelers, bicycles, tempos, car, jeep, auto,
rickshaw, 8-seaters tempos, 4-seaters (Small) tempos, van etc. The public transport includes
Lucknow Municipal corporation (LMC) buses which run under the name of Lucknow
Mahanagar Parivartan Sewa and other buses run by Uttar Pradesh State Road Transport
Corporation (UPSRTC).
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5. Streetscapes, Facades and new construction
Streetscapes

In Lucknow, the road network consists majorly of 2-Lane undivided roads in grid iron
and radial pattern, showing high density of roads. The intra-city traffic has to invariably
pass through the congested central core of the city which also houses the railway station
and the bus terminal.

New Construction

(a) Basic amenities such as water supply, drainage, sewage, power supply, open spaces
and parking, etc. present in the land-use plan should not be adversely affected by the
new construction.

(b) Maximum FAR and height will be as per the land-use plan.

(c) The booking office, guide office, offices related to tourism, rail / air / taxi, shops,
restaurants, etc, as well as other necessary functions such as, temporary fair /
exhibition, etc. will be provided by the Competent Authority under the effective
building Bye —Laws.

6. Provision for differently-abled people —
(a) Barrier free design for the ease of accessibility of the monument should be incorporated.

(b) Braille brochures, Braille signboards and tactile pathways to be provided to assist the
visually impaired inside the monument.

(¢) The minimum width of the corridor should be 1.5m.

(d) Ramps of slope ratio 1:2 to be provided to make the monument accessible to the
physically challenged.

(e) Railing for assistance to be provided at all sloping surfaces and ramps.
